NITBO-GLYCEitINE EXPLOSION.

Nine Hoeses Wrecked and » Loss of $40,006 
Occasioned.

Minneapolis, Minn., May 19.—The Even­
ing Jmjrnal's Duluth special gives additional 
partiSlars of the explosion of four tons of 
nitroglycerine eight miles from that city yes­
terday. Nine residences and as many other 
buildings were totally or partially wrecked 
and the trees in the vicinity were torn into 
slireds. The shock and concussion were plainly 
felt in Dnluth and many panes of glass 
broken in Oneota, five miles distant. The loss 
is estimated at *40,000. The nitroglycerine 
was valued at $6000, and tbs loss in unmixed 
materials was also heavy. No one knows what

our own markets. The Toronto market and 
the markets ot other cities are flooded with 
fruits and vegetables which the earlier vegeta­
tion of tho south forestalls us in producing, 
with the result that the public taste ie sated 
with their products before ours mature and are 
ready for market. From the opening spring 
to tho approach of winter we are met with this 

competition. Benign nature produces 
With the opening spring all 

and vegetables with medicinal 
and ourative properties come early to maturity, 
but, as I said, we are forestalled aa to these.

We could 
not have union with the United States com­
mercially without going to where that leads, 
viz., separation from Great Britain. The basis 
of our future prosperity was laid eight years 
ago, and since then we had invested *600,000,000 in 
railroads. We were not prepared to hand theee 
over to the United Stotne. |

He asked whether, if commercial union were 
adopted, our centres of trade would be where 
they were to-day I He thought not, and that 
our trade would go to New York and the other 
large centres of trade in the United States.

If a treaty were made with the United States 
this would only laet so long as Canada was 
profitable to them. But it behoove» us not to 
disturb capital which is at the present time 
invested in profitable enterprises. No Cana­
dian business man wants the advice ot Mr. 
Wiman on Canadian affaire. [Applause.] We 
can take care of ourselves and go on ns before, 
acting in the best interests of the country. Mr. 
Bntterworth, the colleague of Mr. Wiman in 
this agitation, waa never heard of until this 
question was brought up.
