A Grand Trophy for Artillerymen Given by
the Government.

The
“Oliver Mowat Cup” is to be awarded to the
battery making the- highest. total : points in
general proficiency; the cup to become the pro-
perty of any battery winning ¢ three years in
succession. In awarding this coveted prize
the following points are considered: Clothing
and accoutrements, guus, carriages and eq
ments, -horses, hurvess and barnessing, march-
ing past, guu drill, sword drill, manwuvres,
discipline, camping, questions.

The “Mowat Cup” is of sterling silver,
inches high, standing on a black wood base
inches bigh, making the total heighs
inches, The body ot ‘the cup ' is adorned by
three besusifully embossed wreaths, in one pf
which is engraved the Ontario Artillery Asso-
ciation’s coat of arms, with the words *Ths
Oliver Mowat Cup,” while another bears the
inscription “Awarded to the TField Battery
obtaining the highest marks in the annual gen-
eral efficiency competitition.
