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subject, but they ought rather to state what 
had been accomplished during the year.

Prof. Clark was enthusiastically received 
whence rose to vindicate Me position on the 
question, which he said had been very much 
misunderstood and misconstrued in the past. 
He was not an anti-Sabbatarian, but believ­
ed that they were not under the Fourth 
Commandment, or in that case they ought 
to observe Saturday as a day of rest.

It Is worthy of remark that through­
out Prof. Clark’s address there was an un­
dertone of dissent, but at its conclusion.from 
the loud outbursts of applause, which almost 
developed into a cheer, one would be led to 
infer that his remarks received the unquali­
fied commendation of. the synod.

Farther, we in 
Ontario are told that the Maritime Pro­
vinces particularly are crying out for unre­
stricted reciprocity and refuse to be com­
forted, yet those Provinces overwhelmingly 
rejected it at the polls and sent a Govern­
ment majority to forbid it in Parliament.

Ontario to make the same a necessary part 
of the curriculum of every public school in 
the land.”

Mr. George B. Boyle wanted the Dominion 
Government to be petitioned to present an 
address to the Imperial Parliament asking 
for such an amepdment to the British North 
America Act as would enable the Province 
of Ontario to amend and establish our public 
school systems in accordance with the wishes 
of the people of this province, and made a 
motion to that effect

Dr. Sheraton said that the great majority 
of public school teachers were God-fearing 
men, and that the moral teaching of these 
schools was all that could be desired. He 
thought that if the various denominations 
would strive to eliminate the jealousies and 
misunderstandings that often arose between 
them and united on the broa£ basis of Chris­
tian fellowship and love an agreement by 
which religions teaching would be imparted 
oould easily be adopted to suit the varied 
tastes of the community.

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A New RaHway Departure.
The conflict between the Canadian Pacific 

Railway Company, the Grand Trunk Rail­
way Company, and the Corpbration and 
citizens of Toronto about the Esplanade, the 
harbor front, a Union Station and collateral 
subjects has for long absorbed public at­
tention to the neglect of other railway mat­
ters of importance.

In the hope that this two years’ war is 
near enough to a satisfactory conclusion 
for ns to give proper attention, we start the 
proposition of procuring the admission to 
this city of another railway, one that has 
special and distinctive claims for considera­
tion.

After the C.P.R. and G.T.R. wrangle is 
over, the outcome will be the service of two 
commercial railways for Toronto. No more. 
Great systems of railway, we admit, but 
only two. The Grand Trunk takes in the 
Great Western, Northern and Toronto & 
Nipissing. One system. The C.P.R. takes 
in the Toronto, Grey & Bruce and the Credit 
Valley, the other system. We should look 
farther. We contend that this great city 
needs, and should not rest content until it 
gets, at any rate, one railway more. A 
railway that shall have the qualification of 
an Independent commercial road, and also 
be a great coal road. By coal road we mean 
a company that hauls the product of its 
mines of coal over it* own railway to mar­
ket, such as the Lehigh Valley, Delaware, 
Lackawanna & Western, Philadelphia & 
Reading and others.

It our city is to continue right onward dur­
ing the years that are to come in its allotted 
career as a great manufacturing and distribu­
ting centre at least one great coal road 
must come here and establish a large depot 
for coal, with all the elevated pockets, hoists 
and other appliances for the economical 
handling and delivery of coal, in use at such 
depots.

There must be e substantial, tangible re­
duction in the cost of coal to the manufac­
turing and general consumer in Toronto. 
Such is our contention.

Such a railway can only come to us from 
one quarter, La, the Niagara frontier, and 
be » continuation of one of the great coal 
roads that reach Buffalo and the Niagara 
River,

Ministers as Men of Business.
Amendments, additions or alterations to 

canonical law séeo^fo offer a fruitful source 
of discussion. The special committee ap­
pointed by the synod to consider the advisa­
bility of obtaining, if necessary, the power 
to manage or invest all the trust funds Vest­
ed in the synod as one general fund made a 
lengthy report, submitting therewith a canon 
to carry the scheme into effect. Mr. J. H. 
Plummer took exception to the way the com­
mittee which should handle such a fund was 
to be formed. He did not agree with those 
who thought the members of this com­
mittee should be selected from other com­
mittees of the synod. He believed that it 
would be better to elect them without any 
reference to this matter whatever. .In order 
to give effect to his opinions he moved an 
amendment striking ont the clause he con­
sidered objectionable. Continuing he affirm­
ed that there ought to be a greater proper-> 
tion of laymen on this committee. The sub­
ject engrossing their attention was one of 
a purely business character and it 
ought, therefore, to be left —
___ entirely in the hands of the
laity, who were to be expected to deal better 
witn it than the clergy. Anyhow, for his own 
part, he would place more confidence in -the 
abilities of men of business habits, men who 
had always been accustomed to deal with 
the buying up of mortgages and debentures, 
than he would in the executive capacity of 
men whose sphere of labor was entirely re­
moved from such considerations.

Rev. Septimus Jones said that the 
greater number of those present did not re­
cognize adequately the vast amount of work 
this committee bad to oo. When men, like 
the gentleman who had just spoken, came 
from a busy life and devoted their time and 
attentions to the handling of 
benefited no one bat the clergy, he thought 
that that body were under a great obligation 
to them. He substantiated Mr. Plummer’s 
opinions in regard to the business capabilities 
of gentlemen of the cloth. He did not think 
bis ministerial brethren should pride them­
selves on being great financiers. When 
any one complimented him on being 
a business man he was Inclined 
to apologise and gel out of it as quickly as 
possible. From the energy, foresight 
and ability tne clergy had evinced on other 
committees of the synod, he thought they 
would prove themselves equally capable in 
this instance.

Council Ratifies a Settlement of the Es­
planade Difficulty.
