The date of
the meating is now fixed for Feb, 23, but it
Is thought the meeting will be only formal
and an adjournment for two or three months
will be made.

Bumjptious Ben Discovers He Can Not
Kill.canadian Railways,

EW YoRx, Jan. 18.—A Washington
ial to The Sun says: 'So far as can be
arned here, the question of whether the
Canadian Government would or would not
remove its discriminating canal tolls has
not been taken into consideration by the
President in connection with the question
of recommending to Congress action leoking
to the curtailing of the privilege of Cana-
dian railroads in the United States.

The President has. about completed the
preparation of his miéssage, which, ‘it is
feared, will not be so strong in Jerms as was
originally intended. . When ‘the President
first took up the question he was very much
impressed with the desirability of radical
measures against the Canadian roads.

Tho abolishment of the present system of
consular sealing was the first thing thought
of. But Attorney-General Miller, having
decided that this could not be done without
action by Congress, the President aban-
doned his 1dea of having this ofder issned
and decided to recommend that Congress do
what he hithself had not the authority to
do. The friends of the Canadian roads be-
gan to show the President their side of the
case.

They pointed ont-to him that in several
states decided advantages are gained by
the presence of the Canadian lines, and that
it would be unfair and unwise to rob them
of these advantages, simply for the pur-
poseof striking at'a foreign corporation.

Oune Senafor called the attention of the
President to the fact that the United States
would lose much more than it would gain
by the abolishment of the system of trans-
porting goods in bond. He told the Presi-
dent that if his object was to benefit the
American people he would do well to go
slow and study. the guestion in all its rami-
fications before he adopted a course that
might hit the pocketbooks of English bond
holders, but which wounld be positive ‘in-
jury to'those citizens of the United States
living in states that derived great advan-
tage from the presence of the Canadian
lines.

This sort of argument caused the Presi-
dent to go a little slow, and it is now
thought he will content himself with sug-
gesting to Congress some modifications of
the existing transportation system without
recommending the abolishment of any part
ot them.

He will, it is said, ask for more stringent
regulations regarding the sealing of cars at
ports of entry in the United States,as there
is no doubt that the Canadian reads have
entire control of this branch of the business
at present.

THE RAVINE HER GRAVE:

THE SCANDAL AND KERDIVE

FRANCE I8 WRESTLING WITH TWO
PROBLEMS.

An “Austrian Newspaper Correspondent
Marched Out of France and Ordered
to Never Return—France Is Snarling
Over England’s Growl at the Khedive
and His Ministry,

«Paris, Jan. 18.-—Advocate-General Rau
continued his address to-day against the ac-
cused directors of the Panama Canal enter-
prise and their associates. He said that
the defendants could not find shel-
ter under the law of preserip-
tiop, as the offences chi had been
committed within the last three years,
although they originated earlier. The issue
of the lottery bonds was a swindle. The
reporis published contained inaccurate
figures intended to mislead the public, and
frandulent underwriting syndicates were
formed, for all of which Ferdinand de Les-
seps and the others accused were equally
responsible. '

Eiffel was an accomplice in the frauds,
secretly ' receiving money, knowiug well
the money he received was part of the pro-
ceeds of the swindle. Eiffel had executed
scarcely any portion of the works. He had
supplied hardly any material. He bad
simply embezzled the company’s funds. 1In
conclusion the Advocate-General demanded
severe punishment for the men who in
order to attract capital had recourse to
every kind of trick and frand.

Fired Out of Prance,

M. Szelkely, Austrian newspaper corres-
pondent, whose expulsiom® from France was
ordered by the (Government, was escorted
to the frontier by two policemen to-day.
Arriving there he was told that he must
never return to France again.

In the Chamber of Deputies to-day M.
Deloucle questioned the Governnient as to
the truth of the report that Great Britain
had compslied the Khedive to cancel the
appointment of one of his  ministers and
what action France intended to take in the
matgter. .

M. Devello, Minister of Foreign Affairs,
replied that it would be difficult at the pre-
sent time to give particulars regarding the
serious events at Cairo.. Thej Khedive, he
added, was acting within his rights when
he changed the chief of his cabinet. Noth-
ing affecting the independence of Kgypt
could be a matter of indifference to France.

JUSTICE 18 BLIND,

Andllt Needed to Be When It Caused Mc-
Ewen to Be Hung.

Grascow, Jan. 18.—A horrible scene oc-
curred to-day at the execution of William
McEwen for the murder of a woman at
Pollokshiels. McEwen, after committing
the crime, had attempted to commit sui-
cide by cuttmg his throat.

It was thought he would die from the
effects of the wound, but the doctors suc-
ceeded in saving him for the gallows, al-
though his neck was left in a weak con-
dition. When he was brought out for exe-
cution this morning the mark of the selt-
inflicted wound could plainly be seen.

The condemued man was given a drop of
seven-feet. He: walked without apparent
tear to the.gallows and the rope was ad-
justed. When the bolt was drawn the
man’s head was nearly torn off and blood
gushed out over his body and the gallows,
Death was instantaneous, !

CAPRIVI'S SPEECH.
His Idea of Carrying on the Next War
With France:

Loxpox, Jan. 18.—The Berlin‘co:respon«
dent of The Standatd says of Count Von
Caprivi's great speech before the commis-
sion on the Army Bill: .

The gist of it was that the French would
form several armies on the outbreak of the
next war, and these armies would advance
from different points. The best defence, e
said, would then be the offensive.

If we were victorious the whole French
army would fall back on Paris and rely
upon its fortress. We would be compelled
to invest Toul, Verdun and another fortress,
and would need for the purpose three divi-
sions.

The barring forts are a skilful innovation,
and we woulg have to capture some of
them. This we would hope to do within a
week. K For this purpose we would need
siege artillery. We should have to cross
the Meuse in full view of the enemy.

Paris and her ports have a circumference
of 18 miles. Eighteen army corps would
be needed to encircle the city, and such an
investiure would be out of the question.
Paris would have to bé taken by front at-
tack. This also would require large numbers
of troops.

AN OYSTER FAMINE,

Cold Weather Makesithe Luscious Bivalve
Out of Sight—Prices Advancing

Rapidly in the City, ;

There’s an oyster famine in the city.
I's almost hers. Thé retail dealer has
begun to quietly move up the price of “frys”
aud “‘stews,” and the restaurateur is ser-
iously taking counsel with himselt whether
‘twere not well to gradually curtail the
official number of the juicy bivalves sup-

- posed to float around in a generous “‘soup.”

The *“regular old-fashioned winter,” so long
and fondly mourned as onme of Dame
Nature’s “lost arts,” has returned in its
might to freeze up the oyster beds, to
tender the bivalves reputedly unfashionable,
to upset the equilibrium of the keepers of
restanrants and to drive the wholesale
oyster dealer to his wits’ end to find
‘‘primes,” “‘sacks” or even ‘‘cullings” for
his one-time fastidious. customers.

Buch a scarcity of oysters hias not been

‘known for the last ten years, and the un-.

usually severe winter is directly responsible
for the state of affairs. Those interested in
the business affirm that cold weather has
in varying degrees a direct effect n -the
oyster trade. The colder the day the
freater the need for a warming stew; and a
all in the thermometer brings a rise in the
réceipts of vhe oyster shipper. Generally
the pull is all upon ene end of the string,
and that the retail end; but this year the
cold has been sufficient to affect the whole-
sale end of the trade in addition.

Advices received by local dealers from
the oyster beds state that oyster boats are
frozen at their wharves; ice floes effectually
prevent the dredging, and the supplies laid
up for just such emergencies in the shallow
water near shore are so thoroughly frozen
under as to be safe from depredations until
o thaw sets in. A rain and a wind is what
all the wholesalers are longing for at pres-
ens, as that combination even more than a
more decided thaw would serve to set the
trade in motion again.

The oyster business in the city is practi-
cally at a standstill. The immediate effect
of the scarcity is to raise prices as between
wholesaler and retailer and between the re-
$ailor and the public. Just what propor-
tions the scarcity mav reach is still an un-
decided question. Statistics as to the
supply available in a time like the present
are almost impossible to obtain, ;

The restaurants are still for the most part
able to supply their trade, but how much
longer they will be able to do so isa question.
Even if a thaw were to set in immediately
it would be at least four or five days before
the cove supply could be drawn upon. Pro-
bably two weeis of mild weather would be
reclluirod to set the trade upon its feet again.
