The first letter was written to
the Government in this relation on July
19 last, and yét it was mov until late in
October that snything was done, These
charges were not new. As long ago as
1886 charges of making money out of a dis-
count on vaccine supplied from Washing-
ton were laid against Dr. Bryce; also 1 '88
and '89, but nothing came of it. At the
end of '85 Dr. Bryce was said to have
made a fraudulent bargain with Dr. Walsh
of Washington, and with having made dis-
honestly a profit of & little over §1000.
The investigating commission consisted of
Mr. Fleming, Inspector of Legal Offices,
who could not be expected to be indepen-
dent and impartial, being an employe of
the Government, and Dr. Rae, also a mem-
ber of the Board of Health and who was
shown to be on intimate and friendly rela-
tions with the person accused. Dorian,
who has been ill and confined to his house
for over three years, objected to the com-
mission as partisan and unfair, and he (Dr.
Ryerson) Lhought« that the charges should
be investigated by the Public Accounts
Committee or by some committee of the
House.

During last year, as we learn from the
official statistics just published, 909
corpses were exhivited at the Paris
morgue, of which 705 were récognized,
The male sex was greatly in the major-
ity, Two hundred and fifteen deaths
had been caused by drowning, 76 by
hanging, 68 by firearms, 41 by stabs and
62 by poisoning, There had -been 109
sudden deaths. Of other fatal causes 64
were attributed to suffocation and 88 to
falls, The statistics show that more
bodies were taken to the morgue during
the sumumer than at other seasons of the
year, and that while deaths of men be.
tween the ages of 30 and 35 were the
most numerous, the preponderande  of
the other sex was between 25 and 80,—
London Telegraph,

Famine Fare of Beleaguered Paris,

Everybody conversant with the his-
tory of the siege of Paris by the Ger-
mans will remember that the inhabi-
tants of the beleagueired city were fed
for a time on the tlesh of African and
| Asiatic beasts aud birds of prey from
the Zoological Gardens, here. has
lately been discovered a packet of let-
ters which throw an interesting light on
this matter. These documents have
been deposited in the Carnavalet
Museum, They were addressed by BL
Geoffroy Saint-Hilaire, director of the
Jardin d’Acclimatation in the Bois de
Boulonge, to M. Deboos, a butcher on
Boulevard Haussmanno, and refers to
the prices which were asked for. the
animals required for the nourishment of
starving Parisians, Zebras, buffaloes,
reindeer, antelopes, wild boags, a
kangaroo, a cassowary and a black
swan were killed during the mouth
of © October, 1870, together with
several rare ducks, pheasants and geese,
The cassowary was gold for £8 and the
kangaroo for haif that sum. In No-
vember an antelope fetched £40, and
prices began to ascend rapidly all round,
Thus a bear cost the butcher Deboos
£20, and £88 was given for a wild boar.
| During tie Christimas period two camels
| from the Gardeus were sold at £200, On
December 29 M. Deboos took over the
| two eled)lmm:q, which were the veritable
| pieces de resistance of his food supply.
| They cost him 26,000 francs, or £1,080.
| He soon sawed up their colossal car
casses and sold the pieces at a profit.

SIROLIVER AND HI18 VERY LIBERAL
GOVEKNMENT,

His Unique Reason for Withhelding =&
Grans From the Isolation Hospital—A
Large DODeputation Wait Upon the
Governmeut, Bat Receive Only n
Promise of Consideration,

A deputation consisting of Mayor Ken-
nedy, Ald. Allen, Jolliffe, Bailey, Crane,
Murray and Fostor, Ex-Ald. Carlyle, Dr.
Sheard, City Solicitor Caswell, accompan-
ied by Dr, Ryerson, -Mepsrs. E. F. Clarke
and Tait, waited upon the Government last
evening to urge the grant of 30 cents per
head per capita tax for charity patients,
treated for diphthieria, ete., 1n the Isolation
Hospital. Dr. Chamberlain, inspector, was
present,

Mr. Caswall explained that the city had
been obliged to open this hospital in order
to comply with the law passed by this
Government with regard to the proper iso-
lation of persons affected by contagious
diseases, The building had cost the city
$55,000, and if these patients were
treated in the General Hospital the grant
mentioned would be made. And he thought
that this city should receive the same treat-
ment as was given to all the other cities,

The Only One of the Kind in Ontario.

Dr. Sheard stated that last year 05l4
patients had been under treatment in this
hospital. The same class in other cities
were placed in the General Hospital,for in
no other partof this province was a separate
hospital for these purposes maintained.
This was here due to.the fact that certain
citizens obliged the council to enforce the
provisions of the Pablic Health Act. In
Guelph and in Hamilton these cases receiv-
ed the Governmens grant, and what they
asked for was scarcely what the Provincial
Secretary described  ib as  being
'y new departure, Bedides all
this, the city kept in readiness
a smallpox hospital over the Don.

Ex-Ald. Carlyle, who was chairman of
the Board of Health last year, ssid that
previous to ’01 these cases were treated in
the General Hospital and paid for.
1hinks it Would Establish a Frecedent.

Mr. Gibson denied that in Hamilton the
Government grant was applied to cases of
contagious diseases, The Government were
afraid that it the request of the deputation
was granted these institutions would spring
up all over the province, leading to a large
increase-in the hospital expenditure, which
was already very great.

Dr. Sheard: What we ask is for paupers,

and to-day the Government is paying grants
for private patients.
r. Gibson:{ You are in error.
Dr. Sheard] And these persons are
kept separate in  the public
interest. e! submit that the treatment
we are receiving is unfair,

Mr, Gibson: I donot know whether it
is or not. /

Mmr, TJn Favors the Grant,

Mr. Tait: i[‘o be logical and consistent
and to treat Tdronto aa it should be treated,
we should get the grant, the same as if
these patienta were looked after in the
General Hospital.

Mr. Clarkeé supported the application.

Sir Oliver: This seems to be a new de-
parture and the line must be drawn some-
where, We are giving a good deal to
charities and hospitals and the amount is

/ increasing yearly, snd when a new claim

arises should we go onin thesame direction?
And we are charged with giving too much
to Toronto, ol

Ald. Allen: ‘ If these patients were in the
General Hospital would we get the grant?

Well, answered Sir Oliver, jwe will con-
sider the whole subject before the close of
the session.

And the deputation withdrew.
