THE HYAMS VERDICT. :

Some members at least of the jury in
the Hyd#ms case were preparéd to find
tle prisoners guilty of the diabolical
crime for which they were tried. Every-
one i the community, even those jurors
who refused to convict the prisoners, be-
lieve in their guilt. A verdjct consis-
tent with this universal belief was not
returned because the evidence laid be-
fore the court was not directly posi-
tive in the first place, and because the
Crown was unable  to effectually \dis-
credit certain suspicious testimony of-
fered by the defence. If the jury had had
it in their power to sentence the pri-
soners to imprisonment for life we do.
not doubt they would have dona so.

B serious responsibility from which every-
one shrinks unless he is absolutely cer-
tain of the ground upon which he stands.
The prisoners will no- doubt be subject-
ed to a new trial. In the meantime
the Crown will have an opportunity to
gift the spurious evidence that was
given on behalf of the prisoners, for
spuri everyone believes it to be. The
crim$ charged against the prisoners is
diabolical enough to make us loth to
eredit it, but in the light of the facts
that are kpnown no other conclusion is
open to us than that the two brothers
are guilty of a conspiraey-involving the
death of innocent people that has no
parallel in the history of ¢rime in Can-
ada. We do not wish to'see the pri-
soners found guilty of the crime if the
evidence will not warrant it. But ifit
is possible that evidence that is now
wanting can be secured in fthe course
of a few months, wé think every effort
should be-made to ferret it out.

"The bravery exhibited by
the rider was not the courage of Na-
poleon or of \\'v'ildngtu‘ These were
brave men, said Mr. Boyle, but they
would not jeopardise their lives in such
a jumble as a steeplechase.

Club ought to reduce the danger, not
increase it. To make the jumps higher
and - stiffer is only pandering” to the
wolf-tooth and the striped hide, The
amusement to the public would be just
as pronounced with lower banks and
wore brush, and there would ' be less
danger to all the parties concerned. If
we do not reform our racing rules in
this respect we may greatly iessen the
number of Irishmen in the world.” Per-
haps the Liberal-Unionists in the Old
Country and on this continent are
really at the bottom of the stiff jumps
and the water leaps where so many ven-
turesome Irishmen  and grand horses
have come to an untimely end.

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WO 'l‘ﬂWNS TAKEN BY STORM

TORONTO VOLUNTESRS OAPTIURE
WINDSOR AND CQLLINGWOUD,

The Kilties Owned Windsor Yesterday,
To-Day Walkerville Is Theirs—Colling-
wood Pays Tribute to the Grenadiers—
Both Regiments Put in a Hard Day's
Parade, But Are Rovally Treated,

Collingwood, May 24~The Royal
Grenadiers, under Col. Mason, of a to-
tal strength of 446, arrived at Colling-
wood at 1 o'clock, They marched at
once to the Town Park, where dinner
was served.

Lieut. Willis .carried the Qucen’s and
Lieutenant Shanly the regimental- col-
ors. After several battallon move-
ments, the day’s work cepcluded by
a general advance of the regiment in
line with colors flying. ' They then halt-
ed, gave a royal salute, and the threz
hearty cheers for the Queen brought
this part of the day’s work to a close.

No accident of any kind occurred,
and the weather was simply perfect.

In the evening a ¢oncert took place
in the Grand Opera House by the band
of the Royal Grenadiers, under the
leadership of Mr. Waldron. The house
was crowded. Captain Irving told how
Bill Adams won the battle of Waterloo.
and also how Private Mulver d=-
serted. Among other songs, “ The
Boys of the Old Brigade,” and * The
Hero’s Return,” were rendered by Capt.
Boyd and Lt. O’Reilly. The bugile
Band played several pieces. There was
an exhibition of physical drill and bay-
onet exerecise with infantry, drills by
Sergeant-Major Cox. *“ Tommy At-
kins” was sung by Capt. Boyd, and
the chorus was heartily taken up by
the men of the regiment present,

Strict military discipline is enforced,
and the men readily submit them-
selves to the rules laid down for thera.

Saturday will be a heavy day; adju-
tants’ parade at 4.45, and commanding
officers” at 10.45, 'Then the rest of the
day will be given up to sports and
races.
