Ernest Newman has said lately’ ‘the
islands seem to have produced some
song-writers to whom it is not at all
extrayagent to atfribute genius,
There are melodies among those
songs that are as purely perfect as
any melody could be; Schubertand
Hugo Wolf would have knelt and
kissed the hands or the men who
conceived them...For sheer bessty
af invention, sheer loveliness in the
mere fall of the notes, some of these
melodies are without their supetiors
wnether in folk-song or in art-song.
Schubert himself,’”’ he concludes,
‘‘never wrote a morr perfectly sat-
isfying or more haunting melody,
for example, than that of 7%e Sea-
gull of the Land-under- Waves.

The fact that thie racial music is
