«Foxes and prairie wolves are -very
plentifal in the immediate vicinity of
Winnipeg. Although there is no regular-
ly organized hunt club in the province,
small parties of huntsmen frequently go
out from the city in search of them. A
full-grown prairic wolf is about the size
of a medium-sized dog, of adark color,
and unlike the large grey wolf of the ex-
treme northern part of Hastings, has sel-
dom or never been knowh to attack a hao—
man being. They are very numerous all
over the plains, and in the winter-season
scent the city slanghter-houses at a great
distance, and gather in from far and near.
They prow] around a large slaughter house
about a mile outsjde the corporation, pick-
ing up the offal during the night and at
the dawn of day skulk off two or three
miles and lie down in the long prairie
grass. The majority of those who hunt
them ride swift, hardy native horses, ob-
tained from half-breeds who had trained
them to buffalo hunting. They start out
at daylight in the morning, sometimes
with dogs, and the wolves that are not ly—
ing in the long grass may be seen ata
great distance on the open plain standing
or gitting on the snow. A wolf is gener-
ally captured after a chase of thrée to four
miles, and is despatched by a blow on the
Lead from a long, heavy club. They fre-
quently turn on the dogs and thus give
the sportsmen in pursuit an opportunity of
gaining on them rapidly. The horses €n-
ter fully into the spirit of the chase, and
when they come up with the animal will
strike out viciously with their fore-feet.
A hunting party usually kill four or five
dyery time they go eut.
