Packing Butter.

In packing butter for preservation

three things are essential: First, to

guard against foreign taste or tint

imparted by tha material of the packs

age it is put into; second to exclude

it entirely from the air; and lastly, to

prevent bad results from unfavorable

tercperature and damage by soakage.
Various kinds of packages have been

and are used for packing. The me-
tallic package is much used, or tin»
ware made expressly for butter packs
ages, and answers well, as it precludes
all soakage, and is not acted
on by the butter or anything it cons
tains, and does not impart any flavor
to the butter. Its only fault is that
it is deficient in protecting against
temperature. There is also a risk to
run in using tin from the fact that
pure tin is not always employed in
making such packages. The most of
the tin we get is alloyed in greater
or less degree with alloys of other
metals which are affected both by salt
and lactic acid. To avoid corrosion
and its effects, packages made of com-
mon tin have been made to surround a
wooden case lined - with paraffine. The
objection to these, however, is the cost.
Various other materials have been
used for this purpose, but none yet
produced answer the purpose as well,
all things considered, as wood, and it
continues to be the chief article used
for packages where butter is to be
either used or transported.

The kinds of wood mostly used for
these packages are white oak and white
ash, the former, however, being much
preferred. In its natural state wood is
too porous to prevent access of the air
to the butter packed in it, and it must
be thoroughly seasoned and so treated
as to remove all sap and gummy sub-
stances it contains. “'These are elimi~
nated by super-beated steam or boil-
ing hot brine, and the latter is easily
obtained. Soaking the package two
or three days with strong brine, then
turning this out and filling with hot
brine to the brim, is the process found
effectual for this purpose. Such pack-
ages ready for use may be had of reli-
able parties who deal in dairy utensils
and supplies. A damp cellar is not a
desirable place to keep butter in any
case, though when the butter is brined
there is less danger of deterioration. A
cool, dry, well-ventilated room is the
best for keeping butter,

The process of brining is thus given
in Arnold’s ¢ American Dairying : ’* The
practice of the best dairymen in using
firkins is to take out one of the heads
and cover the other with salt half an
inch to an inch deep. Itis then packs
ed nearly full and perfectly solid, so as

The package
is then filled with salt and headed, and
taken to the cellar or place of keeping,
and the end having the muslin on turn.
ed down. In the head which was be-
fore down, but is now up, a five.eighth

pure salt turned onto the head till the
space under the hesd is filled with
brine aud the top of the head is
well covered. A plug that will fill
the hole is set loosely into it so that if the
brine should soak away that on top of the
head will work down and keep the space
full, the plug being chiefly used to exclude
light from the butter. When butter
which has been well made is thus packed,
it will keep a long time in satisfactory
condition., In adry cellar that was mo-
derately cool; I have known several
instances in which butter has been kept
through two summers and then put upon
the market and sold the same as goods
recently made. Butter for long keeping
must be well made. If not well made, it
will soon deteriorate, no matter now good
may be the package that contains it.

¢ Tubs should be as carefully prepared
as casks which admit of heading, and,
unless going into immediate consnmption,
should be kept covered to exclude light
and the top of the butter covered with
brine. It is not necessary to have much
depth of brine. T have noted the best
results, when tubs are to stand long, if a
cloth is laid over the butter as described
for firkins and covered with salt an inch
or sodeep, then just water enough turned
on to make a thin coat of brine next to the
butter, say one-quarter of an inch deep,
leaving & good coat of dry salt above the
