‘A schnoner msmed the Arcana Was
wreoked near the lighthouse of St,
Martin’s, New . Brunswick, during the
beginning of last year. The crew of
nine men effectad a landing on a reef
and oried out unheeded for hours for
help; but the lighthouse keeper, who
it appears heard the ories of the wreck-
ed men, made no atiempt to succol
them and they finally froze to
death, within a few hundred yards of
shelter. Another of the worst fea-
tures of the complaint urged against
the keeper was that while a number of
able-bodied men were living in the
vioinity no effort was made to apprise
them of the condition of the wrecked
men and secure tbeir help to rescué
them. These facts nstuully‘bec;me
the subject of much comment, and &
me-p!)mdent of the St. Jobn Telegraph
wrote a statement of the case to that
paper, and commented severely on the
conduct of the lighthouse keeper
whose name is Charles Brown. The
latter immediately made a demand for
the name of the writer of the corres-
dence, but the Telegraph, believing
s correspondent’s tale to be true re-
fused to give up the name, when Mr.
B., at once entered an action against
Mrs. Elder, as proprietor and publisher
of the Telegraph, for libel and claimed
$5000 damages. The case first came
up in the courts on January !ut, but
jury failed to agree. But during the
Jast sittings of the court, before his
honor, Chief Justice Allen, the ocase
was decided in favor of the Telegraph.
We congratulate our ocoutemporary
upon the verdiot which again proves
the right of a public journal to make
fesarless comments upor the conduct of
public servants. Full and free discus~
sion of popular grievances must be al«
lowed the press, or else one of the
most powerful safe-guards of the com-
monwealith will be crippled. In near-
ly every newspaper libel suit that takes
place it becomes more evident that the
judioiary are disposed to allow every
reasonable latitude in this respeot to
the press. Naturally there are cases
sometimes when a journal gives ours
rency to reports that upon investiga-
tion arenot borne out by the facts ; but,
in such cases, with few exceptions, the
~ame journal will make full retraction.
The law of libel requires 8s a most
essential feature that malice must first
be proved, and no journal of any re~
eognized standing would, knowingly,
allow ite columns to become the vebi-
ale of a malicious personal attack upon
aoy individual. When grave suspicions
of wrong doing become current in re-
Jation to individuals or institutions in
connection with public matters, it be~
comes a journalisi’s duty to ventilate
them—in a fair, impartial maoner, of
oourse; and where there is no room for
doubt that wrong has been committed,
a journalist that withholds stern cen-
sure, is urfit for his responsible posi-
tion.
