Reciprocity—What are Its Prospects ?

We have just concluded & careful perusal
of a Blue Book just received, and entitled
¢ Papers relating to the Development of
Trade between the United States and Can-
ada.” The latest document in this pamph-
let from Mr. Blaine, the United States
secretary, to sir Julian Pauncefote, our
minister at Washington, is dated April 1st
of this year. This note has reference to
the basis of negotiation, which had been
placed in his hands by Sir Julian on the
preceding 220d day of December, and in it
Mr. Blaine says he told him (Sir Julian)
that the President would be unwilling to
appoint a commission to consider the pro-
positions as they were stated, (the italics
are ours), and furthermore, that he should
be unwilling to submit them to the Presi-

dent. We quote verbatim what follows :—

« After some, further conversation in
which you repeated that the Yl'nposnwns
were merely the bases upon which a dis-
cussion might be instituted, I replied that
in any event I had not a moment to give
to the subject uatil after the adjournment
of Congress in March, but after that date
1 would be willing to respond to your re-
quest to have a full, but private, conference
with the British Minister, and cne or more
Agents from Canada, and go over every
point of difference, and consider every sub-
{:acl upon which a mutual interest could

e founded. If an agreement is reached,
all well ; if not, no official mention is to be
made of the etfort. Above all things it is
important to avoid public reference to the
matter.  This the President will nsist
upon.” -

From this it appears that Mr. Blaine de-
clined the consideration of the proposalsas
formulated by Canada, except in a private
eonference with Mr. Pauncefote and the
Canadian Agents, as preliminary to a for-
mal commission. This was perhaps a wise
suggestion on his part, for as he says—** if
an agreement is reached, all well,” - and
then a commission, o forma, could be
constituted to manage the details and pre-

pare the agreement to be duly signed by}
the contracting parties. |

Narrow Escape of the International Brick
and Tile Company s Piant.

The International Brick and Tile Com-
pany only avoided a serious conflagration,
which must have resulted in the total loss
of some ten thousand dollars worth of
plant and machinery, on Sunday last, by
the care and watchfulness of the manager

_of the yard; H. MacLean, Esq., who being
fearful that the shed protecting the burn-
ing of a kiln containing some 360,000 brick
was unsafe, had given strict orders for those
in charge to be on the lookout, and had
also despatched men during the day to
see that the necessary precautions were
being taken to avert a disastrous fire. As
surmised, the intense heat arising from
the burning of the mammoth kiln, com-
bined with old ‘“ Sol’s” powerful influence,
caused the rafters to expand, and notwith-
standing that the law had been complied
with in all respects,—the shed being more
than the required distance above the top of
the kiln,—fire broke out about five o’clock
in the afternoon, completely destroying the
eitire shed in a very short time. Fortun-
ately the works of the company aro visited
on Sunday by many of our citizens, desir-
ing a pleasant walk, and at the time men-
tioned quite a large number werc in the

immediate vicinity, who, notwithstanding
the fact that they were dressed in their
best wearing apparel, at once lent valuable
assistance in staying the progress of the
flames from iguniting with the drying-racks.
Had it not been for this timely assistance,
the valaable plant, worth some ten thou-
sand dollars, must certainly have been de-
stroyed, aud the loss to the cianpany and
community in general one of tle most se
vere ever suffered by the town. In addi-
tion to the hundreds of drying-r»cks in the
yard, costing some $5,000.60, they con-
tained 150,000 bricks ready tor the next
kilo, and had the flames once reached
them, not only would they hav. been de-
stroyed, but the eugine and all other
machinery and appurtenances been a total
loss. The destruction amounted to some
$300 only, which was uninsured. The

Of Interest to Travellers.

An order recently made by the minister
of customs will be gratifying to those tour-
ists who desire to spend a portion of the
hot season in some of the many resorts of
Canada.

Collectors of customs have been notified
that they may accept entry and duty on the
guns, fishing rods and other equipments of
parties visiting Canada for sporting pur-
poses, with the condition that the duty so
paid will be refunded on proof of exporta-
tion of the same within a period of twe
months from date of entry.

The minister has further ordered that
parties coming to Canada for  health or
pleasure during the summer months, and
intending to reside for a limited time in
tents or cottages rented or owned by them,
may be allowed to make entry of “such
household furniture, cooking utensils, musi-
cal instruments, etc., as they require for
use while in Caiada, with the condition
that if the same are duly exported on or
before the 1st of November of the same
year as that in which they are imported,
90 per cent. of the duty paid will be refun-
ded.
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Affalrs in South America.

The following advices have been received
from Chili via Buenos Ayres: Richard
Cumming, son of an Englishman who was
born in Chili, bas been shot_at Valparaiso
under President Balmaceda’s orders. The
prisons are filled with sufferers, without
respect to age, class or sex. Two hundred
persons are imprisoned in Valparaiso, and
no security is offered to foreigners, Judges
are removed unless they are friendly to
Balmaceda. A Buenos letter says that in-
tense distress prevails here among the poor.
Prices are advancing rapidly, and men are
frequently seen picking food from offal
heaps. The business people blame the
English bankers for their policy of prop-
ping up the Barings, and thus protracting
the crisis. Public feeling is bitter against
the English, and British flags displayed in
honor of the national fete torn down.
