MAKING IT WORK,

The State of Vermont has o prohita-
tory law.
Attorney to proseeute violators, Re-
cently o State Attorney applied to a
Supteme Court Judge for a certificnte
that the Attorney had discharged his
duty, such a certiticate heing necessary
to enable him to deaw his salary, A
liguor-seller whom the Attorney had
prosecuted objected on the ground
that others had not. been punished for
wrong doing.  The objection was sus-
tained.

known to sell liquor. The penalty for
selling liquor is not so severe as the
penalty for violating an injunction.

CRIMF AND DRINK.

The New York Voice has been mak-
ing inquiry of Police Judges in ditfer-
ent United States cities regarding the
proportion of hnsiness that comes to
them which may be property charged
to intoxicating lignor  Theanswers of
Judges in Massachusetts’cities are sum-
marized as follows: the igures being the
percentage of crime attributable to
drink as estimated by the Judge of the
city named. Boston, eighty per cent ;
South Framingham, fifty per cent;
Charlstown, ninety per cent ; tilouces-
ter, seven-eighths; Hyde Park, nine-
tenths; Cambridge, ninety per cent;
Newburyport, seventy per cent ; Fitch-
burg, two-thirds;Sommerville, seventy-
eight per cent.

Some of the answers received from
judges in the State of Illinois give the
following results: Belleville, ninety
per cent; Bloomington, seventy-five
per cent ; Moiue, seventy-five per cent ;
Danville, seven eighths; Rock Island,
a large proportion,

The same judges werc¢ asked their
opinion as to what, would be the result
ot the closing of saloons upon the
criminal record of their respective
localities. Nearly all joined in declar-
ing that the sappression of liquor
drinking would do away with nearly
all crime. Some however, hold that
closing down saloons would not pro
duce this result.
