Tur bodily functions are in part suspended
duning sleep ; that 1s those which depend npun
voliuon.,  ‘T'he senses, however, retun o por.

and hearing, espeennlly may be affected with-
out awakening the sleeper. I'he consequence
of the cessation which tokes place of a!l com-
munteation of wleas throngh the senses, 13
that the action of the nund, and above ml, of
those powers connected with the imagimaton,
becomes much more vigorous and unmterenp-
ted. This 1s shown in two ways—lirst, by

FEvery one knows the effect of a
bottle of hot water apphied daring sleep to the
soles of the feet ; you instantly dream of walk-
g over hot mould, or ashes of a streaun of [a-
va, or haviug your feet burnot by commng too
ucar the fire.  But the effect of talling usleep
m o stream of cold mir, as i an open carn-
age, varies this expernmentn a fvery interest-
me, and indeed instructive manner.  You
will instantly dream that the wind begius to
hlow--of being upon some exposed pont, and
anxtous for shelter, but unable to reach it—
they you are on the deck of a ship, suffering
from the gale—you run betund «a sail for shel-
ter, and the wind changes so that it stsll blows
upon you,~—you are driven to the cabin, but
the ladder s removed or the door locked.
Preesently you are on shore, in a house with
all the windows open, endeavouring to shut
them in vain 5 or, seeing a smith’s furge, you
are attracted by itg fire, and suddealy a lun-
deed heflows play upon it and exunguish it in
an an-tant, but fiil the whole sunthy with their
hl g, Uil you are as cold as upon the road, H
you from tune to time awake, the mnment you

fall asleep again, the sume course of dreaming
suececeds in tho greatest vanety of changes
that cun bo rureg on our own thouglis,

But the rapidity of these chunges, and of

the succession of wleas, cannot e ascertatne:d
by this expeniment 5 st 18 most sntisfactorily
proved by another: let any vne who is ex-
trewely overpowered hy drowsiness—ns after
sttting up adl night and sleepig none the uext
duy—lie down to dictate 5 he will find imeeff
stddenly fallug to sleep alter uttering n few
waorde, and he will be awakened by the person
who writes repeating the inst words, to show
that he hias written the whole ; not above five
or mz seconds may elinse, and the sleeper
will find 1t at first quite 1mpossihle to beheve
that he has not been asleep for hours, and
will chule lus amanuensts for having fallen
asle. p over fus words—so  great, appurently,
has been the length of the dream which he
hits drenmed, extendivg through half a life.
This experunent is easily tried ; ngain and
agan the sleeper will find Ins cndless dreom
tenewed ; andd he will nlways be nble to tell in
how shart o time he must have performed it
For, suppose cight or ten seconds reqmred to
write the four or five words dictated, sleep
could hardly begin i less than four or five se-
vonds niter the effort of proncuncing the sen-
tenee $ so that at the utimost net wmore than
four or five secotnds can have been spent in
sleep. But indeed, the greater prabalulity is,
thut not above a stngle second can hmve been
<o passed ; for a writer can easlly finish two
words ina second ; and suppose he has to
write four, aud half the tune is consumed in
falling asleep, one second only is the duration
of a dream, which yet seems to last for years,
so numerous sre the timages that compose it.

The number on one of his
notes was effaced and replaced by a [arger
sum, which his cashier paid without hesitation.
T'he discoverer says that he has a kind of pa-
per which be names papier de sureté, which
every o'ic must use who wishes to avoid such
nisks as these. It is said that the stamp oflice
in I'rance has suflered severely by the prac-
tice of washing old stamps with this prepara-
twon, and using them over and over again.
