Alter making an allowance for a consid-
erablepeicentage of loafersand visionary
faddists, the fact ranains that an im-
mense number of men wiling and
able 10 work, are teduced to extremi-
tics, ‘The writer at a conference of
minitters and unemployed last Monday
was impressed with the reality of the
distress exining sround  Melbourne.
The fact that over sixty per cent. of
the population of the colony live in
Melbourne and other towns, while less
than forty per cent. are actual pro-
ducers, is no doubt the principal case
of the difficuhty. ‘To get the people
on to the land is therefore the only
solution, but as they are Mo tly ignor.
ant of the first principle. of agriculture
and unfitted by their ‘sevious life for
tifling the soil, it seems essential that
those who are willing should reccive
