BIOGRAPHY.
RICHARD HOOKIER.
Richard Haoher was boin near Excter, o the

1533,
went ; and distiagushed hamselt” by a ecelebrated
work entitled, ¢ The Laws of Ecelesiastical Pobity.”
le was a meok and pious man, and spent his days
n Iabouring o promote the glory of his Creator,
and the bappiness of men.

A shovt sune before bis death, this humhle and
truly good man, oxpressed hunselt as follows: * 1
have lned to seo that this world 1s full of perturba-
tions; and lha e been long preparing to leave it,
and gathering comfort for the awiu! hour of making
up my account with God, which 1 now apprehend
to be near.  Aud thovgh I have, by his grace, loved
him inmy youth, and feaved b m oy age, and
laboured to hase a consdience voud of offence to-
wards him, and towards all mesn; yet, of thou, Lord,
shouldst be extreme to mark what 1 have done amiss,
how shall I abide it ! Where I have faled, Lord,
show merey to me; for I plead vt wy ogiteous-
ness, but the forgiveness of my unnghteousness,
through his 1acrits whu died to purchase pardon for
peniteut sinners,  And sitce 1 owe thee a death,
Lord, let it not be terrible, and then choose thy own
time ; Isubmit to it.  Let not mine, O Lord, but
thy will be dane !

At another tune, he said: < God hath heard my
daily petition : for I am at peace with all men, and
he is at peace with me. From this blessed assur-
ance, 1 feel that inward joy, which the world can
ucither give, nor take from me. R}y conscience
beareth ine this witness : and this witness makes the
thoughts of death joyful. I canld wish to live, to
do the church more service; but ¥ rannot hope
it; for my days are past, as a shadow that returns
not.”

Soon after be had uttered these expressions, his
spisits fled lim; and a short conflict put » period
1o his life, w the 45th vear of s age.

Il svon gamed the
confidence.of his Russian Sovercign, by whom he
was promoted to the highest offices; and by these
who were bagt acqpainted with his new and judici-
ous'kerangerments, he was considered in somo sense
the fathor of the Russian Navy. His superior skill
in his professionis sufficjontiy ovinced by the tchiove-
ments of that navy at the period referred to 3 while

" high in the esteem and vegard of those who had
the most favourable apportumtics of knowing him.

The Empress Catha-
e whom he served, rembily granted bis request,
and appointed hin: a vessel to convey him to s
native shores, in a mwroner switable to the rank he
held iu her service.

On tho morning following his arrival, whilst ut the
fuuily breakfast-table, he remacked that it wzs with
pecular fechngs of plonsure, snd grateful remem-
brance of past days, he had occupied his own well
recollected rovm s ¢ but, niy dear mother,” said he,

“ Bible.” ‘T'o the heart of such a mother these
words conveyed a delight proportioned to the fears
she might well have eutertained, that the lustre, pa-
raile, and iany temptations to which her son had
heen exposed, had rendered him indulercut to the
precious volume, if nota despiser of the truth it con-
tans, and of those who lovet.  She told himn what
hid been her fewrs. He replicd, that he was happy
and grateful to God that ho was able to declure. that
not gue day had elapsed during the years he hitd heen
ahsent, in which the word of God had not been con-
sulted by him.

He returned to Russia, and marvied a Jady of great
excellence, with whom he lived many yeurs in the
enjoyment of much domestic comfort. "By her he
had five children—four sous, and vne daughter. ‘he
anecdote just related of Admiral Greig, shows that
winle a young man he had held fast his integrity ;
and ho did so to the end of his life.

The grouid-work of this emiucat man's eharac-
ter was a deep conviction of the truth of Christiaui-
ty, aud 2 strict aud firm adherence 1o ity doetrine
and precepts.  Amidst all the hurry of a puble lite,
the allmements of court-favour, and the honors with
which he was loaded, he was punctual in his attention
to the duties of public and private devotions. Mora-
ing and cvening he always found time to retive from
the world, and "hold intercourse with the Fatlier of
Spirits, and to read and meditate upon the Scrip-
tures.  He thus bore a uniform pracucal testintony
t0 lus love of the word of God, and to the comfort
he denved from it.
