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provement of mankind, the insignifi-
cance of all forms and ceremonies, and
of all authority as compared with the
“inward light” or conscience. This
protest of theirs, this aspiration, may
have been accompanied by many re-
lapses, many extravagances, many glar-
ing inconsistencies; but in itself, and
looking not at its means but its ends,
it is an example to all Christians. It
is not only Christian but Angelic.”
