TO PREVENT BOODLING.

The New Governuent Bill to Provent
Contraet Corruption lu the Future.

Omw., Septenber 3.-The most imi-
portant bill of the session% was initroduticed
in the Senate this afternoon I Hon.
Premier Abbott. It is entitled all Act to
Prevent Frauds Upton the Goverianittt,

ad i especialy designed to cover all
the caes% which have heen broughit to
liglît by th- ,variotus investigating coi-
nittees of Parlianient. Uder its provi-
sions anry emplove of the (Governmîent
who accepts a bribe. or is otherwise
giilty of fra nor ialversaition i office

any person whl i bribes or attempts to
bribe any. Government official, or aly
contractor for the Governmient wlho mîay
attempt to suborn anenmoloye of ite
Goverunment, will b Jiab!e to puntiish-

imient. The penalty is fixed at a fine
varyimg fromi $100 to $1,000 or six
mtîonths' imprisonnent ; and, moreoyer,
any (iovernmnent contractor found guîilty
of briing or othaerwise corrupting an
oilicial will be debarred fromn receiving
anyv further contracts fron the Crown.
Thei measure is at most .thorough one,
carefully drafted and will prevent any
attemlîpts to defraud the Governmuent. It
will not, .however, be retroactive. The
introduîction of this ncasure is another
prolof. if proof were needed, of the deter-
miination of the Governiment to stamp
out ail the frauds and irregtularities
which have been discovered in the pub-
lie sereire.
