—According to a report of the Iaternal Rav-
enue Dapartment of the United States, the am-
ount of beer which paid taxesin the States last
year was 588,000,000 gallons. Add to this the
beer exported and evading the tax, and the am-
ount was 600,000,000 gallons. The United
S-ates now ranks third in the liet of beer-pro-
ducing countries in the world. Englaud is at
the head of all beer-producing countries, with
27,000 breweries and a produet of 990,000,000
gallons annually ; while Germany, with 25,000
breweries, makes 900 000,000 gallons yearly.
The United States, with omly 3,000 breweriee,
makes about 600,000,000 gsllons per annum.
Then come France, with 3,000 breweries, and a
production of 157,500,000 gallous ; and Austris
and Hungarv, with 2,093 breweries, but a pro-
dnection of 280,000.000 gallons. Bslginm has
1.250 breweries, which produced last year 210,-
250,000 gallons ; Holland, 34,000,000 gallons ;
Rassia, 8 000,070 gallons ; Switzerland, 3,500,
000 gallons ; Denmark, 28 000,000 gailons ;
Sweden, 21,000,000 gallons; and Iuly, only
4,000,000 gslions.

MONTREAL MARKETS.

MonTreAL, Feb, 11th, 1885.

The commercial situation is generally un-
changed. Reports from dry goods travellers
returning from their first spring trip, are rather
better than was expeoted earlier in the season;
still buyirg has been cn the light eide, retailers
generally having edopted a ccnservative poliey
much to be commexd-d. Other lines are pretty
quiet. The beavy storm of Monday and Tues-
day, wil) likely block the country roads badly,
and thus &fford another excuse for slow remit.
tances which most lines complain of. The
money market contirues easy with ample sup-

plies, and rates unchanged. Stocks have been
slightly easier with a fair amcunt of trading
among brokers, but outside orders are not
numerous.

Asae:.—The market is sgain a turn stronge:
owing probably to the very light receipts, ae
well as to the fact that there is another buyer iv
the market. The Eoglich market still rules very
dull. No. 1 pots are selling at $8.65 to $3.60,
the majority bringing the latter figure. Seconde
$3.00, and very few offering. Nothing whateve:
doing in pearls, and no gquotation can be made.

DryY Goopns.—A number of travellers are get
ting home from first epring trip, and upon com-
paring notes and resulss it is generally conceded
that business has been better than the numerocue
complaints earlier in the season would lead oxe
to expecf. From several houses we hear that the
aggregate of goods gold thus far is rather bigher
than last year. The complaints as to remittancos
continue to the 4:h of the month, passed ff
only fairly, and houses who got 50 per cent. of
their bille paid, considered that they did weil.
City retail trade is dull, as need be oniy expected
after Carnival time, and many are occupicd
stock taking, &s. Cottons, matters as regarde
the combination are understood to be further
advanced, and we hear it statad to-day that the
advance has been fixed on greys, the price to be
equal to 2lc. per lb., or equivalent to about a
raise of 15 per cent.

CeMENTS, FirrcLAY, &c.—We quote Portland
cement, $3.25; Roman, $#2 75 ; Canadian, $1 75;
fireolay, $2 per bag, $12 per ton ; firebrivks, $25
to $30 per thousand, $3.25 in sma'l lots.

Fruor.—In this line there has been an almost
total absence of demand for some days past, and
stooks at the beginning of the week showed a
gain of some 6,000 bris. Prices sre consequent-
1y not strong, and conceszions wou'd probab’y
be made from quotatione: Superior Extra $4.15
to $4.20; Extra Superfine, $4.00 to $1.05;

Every
thing points at the moment to an era of low
pricer, and the general expectation seems to be
that the March sales will result in pretty
general shrinkage all round. We quote:—
