The designated airline of the Government of Canada shall have. the
right to operate between Toronto, Ontario, and Mexico City dire¢
on an exclusive basis and beyond to Lima, Peru.

The designated airline of the Government of Mexico shall have ?he
exclusive right in paragraph (i) of the above as long as existiP!
conditions within the Windsor sphere of influence do not change; tl",ls
through the obtaining by the Mexican airline of other routes withi?
that area. In such a case the existing situation would be review
with the purpose of exploring the possibility of permitting the Cand”
dian airline to operate from Toronto via Windsor or from WindsoO
to Mexico City and thence to Lima, Peru, with such frequencies 4
would be commensurate with prevailing traffic conditions on that rot
at that time; and should the Canadian airline be permitted sO
operate, the Mexican airline may then if it so desires operate betwee
the cities Mexico, Windsor and Toronto, and points beyond to
agreed, with such frequencies as would be commensurate with the
prevailing traffic conditions on the said route.

with a view to determining the future operations on the part of PO
the Mexican and Canadian airlines.
