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ARTICLE X

The present Agreement is open to acceptance, by the signatory States.
The instrument of acceptance shall be deposited with the Secretary-General
of the United Nations who shall notify all the Members of the United Nations
of each deposit and the date thereof.

ARTICLE XI

1. On or after 1 January 1950 any Member of the United Nations not 2
signatory to the present Agreement, and any non-Member State to which 2
certified copy of the present Agreement has been communicated by the
Secretary-General of the United Nations, may accede to it.

2. The instrument of accession shall be deposited with the Secretary-
General of the United Nations, who shall notify all the Members of the United
Nations and the non-Member States, referred to in the preceding paragraphv,
of each deposit and the date thereof.

ArTIiCcLE XII

1. The present Agreement shall come into force ninety days after th¢
Secretary-General of the United Nations has received at least ten instrument
of acceptance or accession in accordance with Article X or Article XI. As soo?
as possible thereafter the Secretary-General shall draw up a procés-verbd
specifying the date on which, in accordance with this paragraph, the presenf
Agreement shall have come into force. ;!

2. In respect of each State on behalf of which an instrument of acceptancé
or accession is subsequently deposited, the present Agreement shall come int0
force ninety days after the date of the deposit of such instrument.

3. The present Agreement shall be registered with the Secrel‘.ary-General
of the United Nations on the day of its entry into force in accordance wi
Article 102 of the Charter and the Regulations made thereunder by the Generd
Assembly.

ARrTICLE XIII

1. The present Agreement may be denounced by any contracting State aftd
the expiration of a period of three years from the date on which it comes 11’1“’
force in respect of that particular State. :

2. The denunciation of the Agreement by any contracting State shall bé

’

effected by a written notification addressed by that State to the Secretal'y‘j
General of the United Nations who shall notify all the Members of the Unite
Nations and all non-Member States referred to in Article XI of each notificati®
and the date of the receipt thereof.

3. The denunciation shall take effect one year after the receipt of tl?e
notification by the Secretary-General of the United Nations.

ARTICLE XIV

1. Any contracting State may declare, at the time of signature, acceptanc,e"
or accession, that in accepting the present Agreement it is not assuming
obligation in respect of all or any territories, for which such contracting St’“
has international obligations. The present Agreement shall, in that case, ﬂ”
be applicable to the territories named in the declaration. j
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
