3. D=cides that the High Commissioner for Human Rights shall:

(a) Function within the framework of the Charter of the United Naticas,
the Universal Declaration of Human Rights, &/ other international instrumeats of
‘human righte and international law,; including the obligatiana, within this
framework, to reospect the sovereignty, territorisal integrity and domestic
jurisdiction of States and to promote the universal respect for and cbservance
of all human rights, in the recognition that, in the framework ©of the purpcses
and principles of the Charter, the promotion and protection of all humzn rights
is a legitimate concern of the international community;
