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The Department of Extcrnal Affairs announced today
that officials of the United Statcs and Canadien Governrments
net in Vhshington on'Thursday, Decenrber 15, to review immigre-
tion and customs procedures affecting travel bctween Canude
end the United States. In these talks, it was recognized that
only a very small proporticn of individual border crcssings,
which nutber many millicns annually fron each side, give rise
to any difficulties. The causes of possible and éxisting
difficulties were exanmined in a frank, friendly and co-
operative spirit within the frimework of the laws and regula-
tions of both countries. The meeting expleored the possibilities
of the improvement of administrative practices which mipght
serve to fecilitate border crossings and thus naintzin, to the
fullest extent, the traditiocnel frecdom cf the internaticnal
bound=ary.

Good progress wes made in these discussicns, and it
is hcped that, as a result, difficultics in individual cascs
wili in future be reduced to a minimun.

On the United States side, officiecls from the State
Departrent, Immigraticn end Naturalization Service and the
Bureau of Customs participated, and cn the Canedian side, the
Canadien Erbassy in Weshingtcen, the Department of Extcrnal‘

Affairs and the Immigration Service in Ottawa were represented,
