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Mr. Stanbury: There appears to be no unusual dîfficulty
in compieting these forms and there has been no
representation on any wide-scaie basis for an extension of
tirne. Perhaps hon. members wili want to stimulate it, but
I do not think it wiii be necessary. We wiil certainiy keep
our rninds open-

Mr. Baldwin: That will be a change.

Mr. Stanbury: -so that citizens wiii have every oppor-
tunity to take advantage of the excellent benefits that are
available under the new incorne tax iaw.

CROP DAMAGE IN NORTHERN ALBERTA AND BRITISH
COLUMBIA-ADDITIONAL ASSISTANCE TO FARMERS

Mr. G. W. Baldwin (Peace River): Mr. Speaker, I have a
question for the Minister of Agriculture. I think hie knows
the nature of the question. In light of the extraordinarily
heavy incidence of damage sustained by thousands of
farrners in northern British Columbia and Alberta as a
resuit of unique weather conditions, is the governrnent
giving consideration to providing assistance over and
above to what has already been announced in the form of
cash acreage payrnents and protection against foreciosure
in order to assist the farmers? I kn ow the minister has
been there and is aware of the very grave situation that
exists.

Some hon. Memnbera: Hear, hear!

Some han. Members: Speech, speech!

Hon. E. F. Whelan (Minister of Agriculture): Mr. Speak-
er, after I say what we have done or intend to do, perhaps
the applause will not be ail that great.

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh!

Mr. Whelan: We have made the announcement that we
are going to assist farmers in the transportation of the
forage and feed that they need for their cattle. We wilI
assist both British Columbia and Alberta with respect to
those frozen out areas with vegetabie crops, those areas
which have suffered from drought, hail, ramn and snow,
with 50 per cent based on the grant that the provinces are
going to give. We are going to give the farrners 50 per cent
also. We announced this yesterday, Mr. Speaker.

Mr. Baldwin: I saw the announcement. That is why I
asked the question.

Mr. A. P. Gleave (Saskatoon-Biggar): I have a supple-
rnentary question, Mr. Speaker. I read the announcernent
the rninister made. May I ask whether the arnount of
payment referred to in the statement has been decided
upon after agreernent with the two provinces, British
Columbia and Alberta? Second, since it appears that the
acreage payment is contingent upon those provinces
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rnaking a payrnent, if they decide flot to make an acreage
payrnent wiil no payrnent be made?

Mr. Whelan: Mr. Speaker, perhaps I arn being pre-
sumptuous but, as a resuit of the proposai that was made
by both the Minister of Agriculture of British Columbia
and the Minister of Agriculture of Alberta, I feel quite
sure that they are going to make payrnents. Our payments
wiil be made according to the dlaim forrns subrnitted by
those people in those provinces to the provincial Minister
of Agriculture in each province. We wili work from that-
how do you say it-

An hon. Memnber: Hypothesis.

Mr. Whelan: -that dlaimi basis.

Mr. Gleave: Arn I to take frorn the statement of the
minister that he had not reached agreemnent with those
provinces as to the amount of acreage payment to be
made prior to making this announcement? Has he any
agreement? Does he not know what they are going to do?

Mr. Whelan: Mr. Speaker, I arn pretty sure I know what
they are going to do. They are going to make acreage
payrnents, I think up to $4 per acre, and we have agreed to
make payrnents up to $400 or 50 per cent of the payments
that the provinces are going to make.
