Accordingly, I ask leave, seconded by the hon. member
for Nanaimo-Cowichan-The Islands (Mr. Douglas), to
move the adjournment of the House under Standing Order
26, for the purpose-of discussing a specific and important
matter requiring urgent consideration, namely, the
announcement made recentiy by the Canadian National
Railways to the effect that cost-of-living increases in the
pensions of employees who retired prior to January 1,
1973, are to be minimal, and that there are to he no
cost-of -living increases at ail for those who retired in 1973
and in 1974, in order that this House may make it known
to the Canadian National Railways that this announce-
ment is totally unacceptable and should he reviewed
forthwith, it heing the view of this House that ail pensions
should be escalated at least by the percentage of the rise in
the cost of living.

Mr'. Speaker: Pursuant to the terms of Standing Order
26, the hon. member for Winnipeg North Centre (Mr.
Knowles) gave notice to the Chair of his intention to move
this motion.

While this is a matter of great concern not only to the
hon. member for Winnipeg North Centre but to ail other
members of the House, I have insisted in the past that
motions put forward pursuant to Standing Order 26 which
seek the setting aside of special hours outside the regular
hours of sitting of the House for debate of a subject must
concern a subject which has inherent in it some criais or
emergency proportions by which action may be taken as a
resuit of the discussion in the House, that would somehow
remedy or improve the situation which has taken on emer-
gency or criais proportions.
