COURT CHALLENGES PROGRAM

Mr. David Dingwall (Cape Breton-East Richmond):
Mr. Speaker, I have a number of petitions that I would
like to table pursuant to Standing Order 36. These
petitions have been signed by Canadians across this
country who are objecting to the governrent's decision
to cancel the Court Challenges Program.

'Mis particular program has allowed rnany individuals
and rninority groups to clarify through the courts their
constitutional liriguistie and equality rights.

T'hey caîl upon the Government of Canada to rescind
this decision and reinstate the Court Challenges Pro-
gram.
