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have done a great deal of work in sketching and photographing the 
old French architectural features still remaining in this Province. 
They now have probably the most complete record in existence of 
the most interesting of these features. There seems to be some 
indication that this older architecture may be used to considerable 

advantage in developing a type of architecture suited to the 
Province, and the work of the Department may therefore be of 
considerable importance apart from its value in preserving records 
of the past. Possibly His Honour’s attention might be directed 
to this feature of the work as I have no doubt that he would be 
much interested; and I think that when a public announcement of 
the gift of these medals is made it might well be accompanied 
by a statement of the work of the Department in this connection.

The above suggestion as to the disposal of these medals
has been approved by Professor Traquair, and has been favourably 
received by several of the principal members of the Faculty whom 
I have consulted.
