There
must be some one in charge. A director on the playground is equally essen-
tial. TUnless held in restraint, the strong oppress the weak, and mob rule
prevails.

Why not substitute vines, flowers and shrubs for ash heaps, bill hoards,
rubbish and other things offensive to sight and smell ?
