Exact Statement of tle Strike at
Toronto Junction From
Both Sides.

CIGARMAKERS' sTpnu’z IS OFF

Moulders Willing to Make a Con-
cession—Bricklayers Hold Out

—C‘rp;nen May Strike.
Toronto Junction, May 4.—(Special.)—All
that is new in the strike amoug the brick-
makers here is, that the wmanufacturers
met last night at the Heydon House and
drafted a proposed uniform iate of wages,
which was presented to the men to-day. On
receiving it they one and all decidea that
the rates were altogether too low, in sowme
instances being lower than last year, and
concluded that they would not return to
work at the proposed rate.
Wages Varied.
_ Last year the wages in each brickyard
varied. For instance, whilst Katliage's
yard was paying 20c¢ per 1000 for shifting,
Mason’s and Townsley's yards were paying
1s¢ and others were giving 16c.

The full text of the offer received by the
‘men to-day is as tollows:

Temporing, 82¢ per 1000 (or 16¢ for
each man, us they work in pairs); shift-
ing, 18c; wheellng out and setting off,
40¢ (or 20c for each man); raeking, 26c¢
(or 18¢ tor each man); sanding, 10c;
spreading pallet, 5¢; setting, 82¢ (work-
man providing his own help); clay dig-
ging, 13¢ per nour. The communication
also goes on to say: “The above prices
make a total increase of about 10 per
cent., bélng equal to the advance given
by Massey, Harris & Co. and other large

8o, Indeed do the Dorf*brick-
yards, where the bricks are made by ma-
chinery, and where the men have not to
rush to the yards if a shower comes up in
the night or on Sunday, as In the case of
the Junction yards, where the brick are
first dried in the sun. At the Don brick-
yards employment is given at $1.50 per day,
not by plecework, as at the Junction.

Demands Not Met.

Since 1892 the men say that they have
been cut down in thelr wages about 25 per
cent. Last year they worked under the
belief that their wages would be raised, as
there was an upward tendency in the price
of brick. Now, when the bricklayers are
being-offered boom-day prices, and there is
a better price pald for brick, they think
the makers should share In the increased
value of the product, and have determined
to stand out untll they get it. In some of
the Junction yards there is not enough brick
to scove with, and what is on hand is all
sold. 'The situation may be sized up by
the following table showing wages pald,
wages asked and wages offered per 1000:
