WHEAJ. HIGHER THAN EVER.
hi Report» Front County Observer» 

Give an Average of 1)5.5 Over 
Winter Wheat Area.

« New York, April 9.—The forthcoming 
number of The American Agriculturist 
Weekly will say: Local report» from the 
American- Agriculturist’s corps of county ob­
servera carefully consolidated Into state 
averages show a condition of wheat higher 
than has been noted at this time in the 
past ten years, with the exception of 1891. 
The general average as -reported for the 
whole belt is 95.5, a figure which repre­
sent» a practically perfect prospect over 
the greater part of the winter wheat area. 
At the date at whlch-tho correspondents- of 
The American Agriculturist made the ob­
servations there had been no period 
of warm growing weather sufficient to In­
duce spring growth, deraonstipitlng ab­
solutely the extent to which Hessian fly is 
present. The return», therefore, must be 
qualified- with the statement that the dis­
count shown from a perfect condition may 
not entirely represent the actual damage 
ffom this cause.
