Ringing Win-the-War Speech
Delivered at, Hamilton
Last Night,

. LAURIER, SEPARATOR

Has 'Chanée& ‘His Appetite
Singe Famous. Remark
About Bloody Key.

Hamilton, July 27, — Out- of
the west has come Dr. Michael Clark
to Hamilton With a win-the-war mes-
sage—the first of a coast-to-coast tour.

The eloquent Liberal orator from Red
Deer in declaring before an overflow
¢rowd at the Royal Connaught Hotel
last evening that he wanted to clear
the skirts of his garments, asserted
that it-was the Liberal leader that had
separated himself from him, not he
from Laurier. Amid applause he ex-
claimed that Laurier's appetite had
changed since the day, two years ago,
When in Toronto, he had declared that
he would not care to open the doors
of office with such a bloody key.

“l am sorry to tell you that there
is no doubt about an election being
held,” said- Mr. Clark. *“1 have ad-
dressed as many public meetings as
any othér man in Canada during’ the
last three.years of war, and this is
the first time that I have spoken poli-
tics. I am sorry for the decision
which has brought about an election,
but being in it and having, according
to repute, some of the old fighting
blood in my wveins, I propose to have
& part in the scrap.”

Staying Power is Good.

“To my critics I would say,” con-
tinued the speaker, “that I. stand to-
night where I stood three years ago.
I stand, in fact, where all Canada
stood three years ago. And after all
staying power {s not half bad a nual-
fity. It is staying power that has put
cur flag in the four quarters of the
globe and kept it there. They can re-
treat in Russia and a littls in Quebeg
it they like, but as long as John Bull
and his children have the old fighting
blood in their veins they will not re-
treat on the western front.

The western memBer asserted that
before the election wak over the popu-
lation of Canada would take on a very
eimple classification. The winners
would he on the one side and the quit-
ters on the other, He declared that
whether the winners were in the ma-
Jority or in the minority he would be
with the winners,

Laurier Left Better Self,

“I have been told and I believe there
are some people in Hamilton who eri-
ticize . me ™~ because 1 have left my
leader,” went on the im foned ora-
tor as he drew near the question for
which his uufﬂence was waiting. “Well,
they haven’t! got the thing quite the
right way, My leader has left me—
(laughter)—and-1 am going to prove
it to you. Don't just take my wora
for it. My leader has left me, and he
has left his own better self, He is
not quite where he was three years
ago.

That he had for Sir Wilfrid Laurier
the greatest affection was a declara-
tion of the Liberal man from out of
the west. But he went on to say that
in times such ak these all personal
attachment formerly felt for a leader
must go if justified under the circum-
stances, He insisted that he had-al-
ways taken( the view that when a
nation was at war, whatever a man’s
politics might be, he should extend
a square deal to the government
which was in power. When not at
war the only scrap that politicians
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could get into was ‘amongst them.
selves, but when the foe attacked
everyone should lay all internal scrap-
ping to one side and give undivided

attention to the external enemy.

No Criticism While Danger.

With mingled irony and sarcasm
Dr. Clark rose to draw the attention
bf the audience to what he called Sir
Wiifrid Lavrier's lamentable depar-
ture from his stand of three Years
He quoted the words uttered by
the Liberal chieftain at the outbreak
of the war. [Reforring to the meas-
ures which had been taken for the
prosecution of the war by the Bor-
den Government, “speaking for those
who sit around me and those whom
we represent. I hasten to say that to
all those measures we are prepared to
give immediate assent. If in what
has been done and what will be done
there is nothing to which we would
teke exception, we will offer no criti-
ciems so long as there ui ‘dn.n‘er at
the front.” -

“L- myself would never have used
words so strong as that,” said Dr.
Clark. “In fact, in the same debate, I
claimed the right to unrestricted cri'-
ticism, if needs be, to the government’'s
measures. If there has been a change

it has not been in the humble servant
who stands before you. The change
has been in the leader from whom I
am charged with having separated.” ,

- 8hould Be No Election,

The-extension of parliament was the
next topic touched tipon in the west-
erner’s vigorous manner. He had held,
he said, as was the case in Great Bri-
tain and Germany, where the people
‘were in deadly earnest, that elections
should be postponed if pogsible until the
war had been brought to an end. He
again quoted Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s
famous remark made upon the occa-
sion of the extension of parliament
two years ago, in Toronto. “I would
not care to open the doors of offies
with such a bloody key.”s ,

“His appetite is changed, ‘I am
afraid’ eaid Dr. Qlark, “Again in
parliament he quoted the remark of
the labor leader. in England: ‘It Ger-
many wins this war nothing on God's
earth matters’ and he, carried his
following 'absolutely behind him,

“I muet really appeal to my Grit
friends. Am I to be blamed if I hola
the same views now as then? It iy
not » ognult if 1 was not made
an acrobat. Personally I would
rather bavesg touch /of the 'rock of
ages about me than that of an acro-
bat. I am partially Scotch and pos-
sibly a little slow in the uptake, ‘but
I can say that I am sincere anyhow, I
claim that party and personal con-
siderations are so much dust in the
dbajance compared to -the question of
Canada doing her part in the war,

Must Havs Recruits.

“If we are not going to get recruits
1aster thah we have been getting them
during’ the pa#t year |t means-—it
means that we are going to keep our
Canadlian boys there until their phy-
sical strength is exhausted and until
their mwrale is ghattered with the
cruel thought that they have gone into
the breach but the pedple at home ars
not going to be behind them in the
tight. Look at it in that light and you
will see that compulsion is but
mobilization of our man power for the
flag and empire in the great cause for
which we are fighting.”

Tax Might Go Farther,

The necessity for the conscription
of money power, as well as man
power was emphasized by Dr, Clark.

The bankruptcy of all Germans at
the end of the war was prophesied by
Dr, Olark. Grea tBritain and Canada
would honor their financial pledges,
but with Germany this was out of the
question,

In
recent years much progress has been
made in the provision of accurate
and sclentific text books, Thete is
an enormous amount of rubbish in
our school books which we must geot
rid of amd add new material with the
right kind of emphasis, Our pupils
should be taught to read understand-
ingly, spell correctly and write legib-
ly.

The ordinary epelling hook was eriti-
cized in that a child was required
to learn to spell 500 words whilo he
was not taught to be master of the
500 words he ordinarily uses. The
farmer and his wife have the right
to be born in a good environment
in order sto become what they
ought to be.
