At our interview on Oct. 14, you ap-
ed to have some hesitation about
e¢xtending the life of parliament until
after the conclusion of the war as the
period thus fixed would be indefinite.

WIND MADE IT-COLD;
TEMPERATURE NOT LOW

Torontonians who awoke yesterday
morning shivering with the biting
westerly wind, will be greatly reliews
ed to hear that it was not cold. This
is what the weatherman says, and
he should know. In fact at eight a.m.
vesterday the mercury was at 15 above
zero, while up to' eight p.m. the
lowest that was recorded was 8 above
zero. “It was the wind that made it
feel colder than it really was,” whas the
statement made. ‘During the day it
was blowing 80 miles per hour, which
dropped to 21 thiles at eight pm.” He
made the reassuring statement ~that
altho the forecast is “fair and cold,”
there will be no extremes in the tem-
perature—and no more snow—at least
for the present. The downfall as re-
corded was 6.9 inches, which, altho
the heaviest this winter, is not ex-
ceptional, as a heavier fill was reconded
last winter. It was due to a low ‘area
passing across the lakes, which i{s now
moving eastward.
