CREW TAKEN PRISONER

British Drive Off Five Enemy
Destroyers Near Dutch
Coast.

London, Nov., 2.—An admiralty offi-
cial statement 1ssued tonight tells of
the recapture from the Germans of
the Dutch steamer Oldambt, which
was in possession of a prizeicrew con-
sisting of an officer and nine men.
They were taken prisoner, and five
German destroyers which had come to
escort the prize into port were put to

. The admiralty’s statement

“The Dutch steamer Oldambt was
captured by the enemy ' Wednesday
night near Nord Hinder lightship. A
prize crew was put aboard and the
ship was being taken to Zeebrugge,
when about daylight some of our light
scouting craft overtook her,

‘“The prize crew attempted to blow
up the ship, amd they with the crew
took to the boats, The prize crew,
consisting’of vne officer and nine men
were overtaken and made prisoner and
the ship was taken in tow by one of
our vessels.

“Five German destroyers which ar-
rived on the scene, presumably to es-
cort the prize into port, were engaged
and put to flight.. The Oldambt was
then towed for flve hours, until with-
in six miles ©of the Hook of Holland,
where she was taken in charge by a
Dutch tug.”
