REQUEST FOR STATEMENT ON QUESTIONABLE TRADING
PRACTICES OF CERTAIN COUNTRIES—MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

on a matter of urgent and pressing necessity under the provi-
sions of Standing Order 43. In view of the tremendous eco-
nomic problems in the country which are undoubtedly being
exacerbated by the dumping of certain types of stainless steel
from Japan, West Germany and South Africa, as has been
pointed out by the Department of National Revenue, and in
view of the fact that the Minister of Industry, Trade and
Commerce and his predecessor were asked some time ago for a
status report on the importation of cheap railway axles which
could undermine the position of the only Canadian manufac-
turer of these axles, namely, Hawker Siddeley of Trenton,
Nova Scotia, and no reply has yet been received, I move,
seconded by the hon. member for St. John’s West (Mr.
Crosbie):

That the Minister of Industry, Trade and Commerce make a statement on
motions outlining to the House the position and activities of countries which are
using questionable trading practices vis-a-vis Canada, so that the House and the
country may be apprised of the government’s stand on this issue.

Mr. Speaker: The presentation of such a motion for debate
pursuant to Standing Order 43 can be done only with unani-
mous consent of the House.
