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BY-LAWS.

1. That the Annual Meeting of the Association be held at
Montreal on the first Thursday in May.

2. Extraordinary meetings may be called by the Secre-
tary, when required by any six members of the Council :
fifteen days notice of such meeting given to each member of the
Council, and the requisition must state the object for which the
meeting is called.

3. Three Auditors shall be appointed annually, whose

duties shall be to examine the Treasurer’s accounts previous to
the Annual Meeting,

4. The Treasurer shall be required to deposit from time to
time—all sums of money paid over to him, on behalf of the
Association—in a safe bank.

5. The payment of sums for current expenses, must be
authorized by the President, or in his absence, one of the Vice
Presidents. Other payments to be made only upon the au-
thority of the Council,
