ONES NOW ON WARSHIP

Will Arrive at Trieste onThursday
Morning

BURIAL AT MIDNIGHT

Aged Emperor Will Attead Requiem
Mass on Saturday Morning — High
Officials’ Opinions of Plot Which Re-
sulted in Tragedy

Vienna, June 80—The bodies of Arch-
duke Francis Ferdinand and his wife,
the ‘Duchess of Hohenberg today will be
transferred from Metkovitch to a war-
ship, which will proceed to Trieste under
the escort of a squadron, arriving there
on Thursday morning. A special train
will carry the bodies to Vienna, arriving
at 'ten o’clock at night.

From eight o’clock on Friday morning
until noon they will lie in state in. the
¢hapel of the Hofburg and the public
will have an opportunity to pass through
the chapel.

The interment will take place at mid-

Austria. The emperor will not attend
the services, but will be represented by
Archduke Charles Francis Joseph. A
requiem mass will be celebrated in the
chapel of the Hofburg on Saturday
morning and will be attended by .the
emperor and the members of the imperial
family. Immediately afterward the em-
peror will return to Ischl, where he was
sejurning when notified of the assassina-
tion. '

Interesting Work in House Con-
struction Geing on at ‘Lancaster
Heights -

et

An interesting experiment in home
building .is being tried on Lancaster
Heights. At least it is an experiment as
far as the local builders are concerned,
although tried elsewhere with success.
The idea is simple enough but the result
is to give a more strongly constructed
building at a lower cost than the usual
method of brick construction. Instead of
building with twelve inch brick walls
with lime mortar the wall will be only
eight inches in thickness but will be
made sufficiently strong by the use of
cement instead of the usual mortar. As
this will save the cost of a third of the
brick and labor and a8 cement will cost
very little more than the usual binding-a
substantial saving will be made in total
price of the building.

This method of construction has been
used in other cities with entire satisfac-
tion; as a matter of fact in many cities
the use of eight inch walls with the or-
dinary mortar is permitted for two
story dwellings. This is the first time
the eight inch walls have been tried in
St. John as far as the records show and
if it proves as satisfactory as is expect-
ed it may help to solve the problem of
cheaper construction. With the high
cost of materials and labor the price of
wooden construction has become so high
that it rivals brick construction,and the
latter is so high that it has had the ef-
fect of discouraging building operations.

LIQUOR BARRED
FROM THE U. 5.
NAVY  TONIGHT

der In Effect

ONLY ONE EXCEPTION

Ship’s Surgeon May Keep Limited
Quantity—Naval Hostess, Too,
Must Give up Punch-Bowl—
Norway Has Followed

(Canadian Press.)

Washington, June 80—Afloat and
ashore today sees the last of the wine
mess in the United States navy. Secre-
tary Daniel’s famous prohibition order
goes into effect at midnight, after which
any officer found in possession of alco-
holic liquor on board ship or at any
naval station, is guilty of misconduct.
There is only one exception, made in
the case of ship’s surgeon who may keep
a +limited supply of spirits on hand for
medical use only. But admiral or cap-

keeps a stock of wines or liguors for
his own consumption or the refreshment
of his guests. -

The naval hostess, too, after tonight
must give up the punch-bowl as a mag-
net for her guests if the scene of the
entertainment be within the naval juris-
diction, as the Naval Academy, the na-
val station and the navy yards. This
feature appealed strongly to Secretary
Daniels, who believed that many yowng
officers could trace their downfall to
over indulgence in punch at these social
functions. '

At midnight tonight the naval regula-
tions which have ° heretofore allowed
wardroom officers to form a wine mess
or club for the purchase and use of
wines will be stricken out, and these
stern words will - be substituted:

“The use or introduction for drinking
-purposes of alcoholic liguors on board
any naval vessel, or within any navy
yard or station, is strictly prohibited,
and commanding officers will be direct-
ly responsible for the _enforcement of
this order,” : -

Since' announcing this change some
time ago’ Secretary Daniels had encour-
aged expressions of opinions of his action,
but the adverse comment from many of-
ficers who: held it to+be-an infringement
of their personal liberties, did not go far
toward leading the secretary from his
firm stand in the matter.

The only possibility of modification is
said to be special dispensation which
may be granted during the exchange of
international courtesies, or on such an
occasion as the gathering of ships of all
nations at the opening of the Panama
Canal.

The only nation thus far to follow the
example set by the United States is Nor-
way, whose parliament on June 10 pass-
ed a resolution making both the army
and the navy messes “dry.” This was
pleasing: to Secretary Daniels, and he
believes other nations will come to the
support of this theory that alcohol and
military efficiency do not mix. The Ger-
man Emperor has lately been insistent
upon temperance among the mid-ship-
man, and in Russia whose naval losses
in the Japanese war have been charged
largely to liquor, the temperance move-
ment has also gained ground.

“FURIES” AGAIN IN
SERIES OF OUTBREAKS

Set Several Fires and Get Into
Asquith’s Residence But Fail to

ReachPremier |

London, June 30—The militant “furies™
again aroused London today by a series
of mysterious fires in the south of Lon-
don which did damage estimated at
more than $100,000. Several business
houses and two tenement houses were
burned and fifteen families were made
homeless.

Two women gained entrance to the
official residence of Premier Asquith in
Downing street. When it was learned
they were suffragettes the servants tried
to eject them and a violent scene ensued.
Onc woman attempted to lock herself
to the door. She failed and policemen
hurried the furies to jail. A dog whip
was found on ome of the women. She
admitted that she had intended to lash
Premier Asquith. The other woman was
identified as “Miss Watson,” a militant
with a long police record. They were
fined $10.

AWAIT OUTCOME OF
INJURIES INFLICTED ON
MCANDREWS WITH AXE

Thomas McAndrews is in the gener-
al public hospital suffering from wounds
received last night’ in Harrigan’s alley,
off Brussels street, when he was struck
on the head with an axe by James Fits-
gerald. McAndrews staggered to the
street and was carried to O’Neill’s phar-
macy, where Dr. Flemming dressed his
wounds, and ordered him to the hospital.
Fitzgerald was caught by Night De-
tective Lucas in King street.

The charge reads: Wounding, causing
actual bodily harm to Fhomas McAn-
drews by striking him on the head with
an axe.” Fitzgerald was remanded until
the result of McAndrew’s injuries is
known. “You may be charged with an
attempt to kill,” said the magistrate.

McAndrews was reported to be much
improved in the hospital this afternoon,
and it is expected that he will be able
to be out in a few days.

He
said he always endeavored to attend the
High School closing exercises, because it
afforded him much pleasure, and he was
interested in the welfare of the young
people, “not because I am looking for
votes,” said His Worship humorously,
“ for I shall be out of politics in a short
while.”

The address to the graduating class
was delivered by Rev. W. H. Barra-
clough, pastor of Centenary church. He
dwelt upon the satisfaction which must
be -that of the graduate today in com-
pleting his first real steps in education,
but warned the students that they were
in reality but just begimming their school.
