!Judge McKeown Refuses Ap-1 
plication for Habeas Corpus 
—To Supreme Court is Next 
Step

Before Mr. Justice McKeown in Cham­
bers this morning Dr. W. B. Wallace, K. 
C., and J. A. Sinclair, acting for John G.j 
Sperdakes, recently - convicted by Judge! 
Forbes for stealing electricity from the St. j 
John Railway Company and sentenced to ! 
a term of two years in the penitentiary! 
with hard labor together with a fine of 
$1,1)00, applied to have the prisoner relcas- j 
ed on habeas corpus proceedings.

Mr. Wallace, based his contention, 
under Chap. 9 of the act of 1909 amending j 
sec. 825 of the Criminal Code, 
where an offence charged is punishable I 
with imprisonment for a period exceeding 
five years, the attorney-general may re­
quire that the person charged be tried 
by £t jury and may so require notwithstand­
ing that the person charged has consented I 
t3 be tried by, A magistrate, and tliereup-; 
on the magistrate shall have no jurisdiction : 
to try or'sentence such, person.

Mr. Wallace contended that the attor­
ney-general had not exercised that option 
and the failure tô do so did not give the 
judge the rignt to proceed with the case.

IT. A. Powell, K.C., who appeared on be­
half of the attotney-general argued that 
the words were permissive, the act sim­
ply supplied to the attorney-general au­
thority, if lie saw fit, to intervene to say 
“this is a matter 1 want tried out before 
a jury/’

His Honor refused the application, rul­
ing that the act simply permitted the at­
torney general to intervene, and that the 
jurisdiction of the court did not depend 
on the matter being submitted to the at­
torney-general.

Dr. Wallace will probably move the su­
preme court for n writ of habeas corpus,
