: CANADA LOOKING FORWARD.POLITICAL. LISONS OF 1906.l

To-tnight^hfr world Wljl tear the last 
leaf from the calendar of 1906, mark the 
year as something that has passed into 
history, and hang up 1907 in' its stead. 
In bidding farewell to the old year, 
despite the fact that in its train follow­
ed many calamities that have made 
“countless thousands mourn,” as we 
look back we are forced to confess that1 
on th#e whole it has been a period of 
abundance, of hopefulness, and of the 
security of life in this land of pro­
mise. In Canada we have fortunately 
escaped many of the visitations that 
have brought'sorrow and desolation to 
a. considerable proportion of the popula­
tion of other countries. Here there 
bave been no lamentable catastrophes 
either by sea or by land to make the 
year 1906 a bitter memory to any con­
siderable number of persons. The earth 
: Mi tier our feet in this northern zone is 
;s solid and substantial and as endur­
ing as our system of government. It is 
true there are political rumblings and 
grumblings, but they are all on the 
surface. There is no depth to them— 
they do not go far enough down into 
the life of the people to have a disin­
tegrating effect upon our tried and 
proved institutions.

Sympathy has gone forth in abund­
ance from the heart of the world be­
cause of the effects of the earthquake 
and the after-results of the earthquake 
iliât during the year befell the city of 
San Francisco.' But the upheaval and 
subsidence of the earth, nor the fire 
that followed the catastrophe, with the 
accompanying disjointment of business 
and the generally ruinous effects, was 
not the moat deplorable feature of the 
S&n Francisco calamity. The brutal 
callousness to the sufferings of the peo­
ple, the exhibition of the national or 
natural inclination to ’graft” under 
any or all circumstances, displayed by 
the men who had been chosen to con­
duct the affairs of the city, were the 
outstanding events In connection with 
the visitation. While the hearts of the

The year 1906 was a great one for 
Canada—but wait until you see us in 
1907 and after! We are only beginning 
to realize, and that as yet in a dim 
and uncertain manner, the value of 
this northern “wilderness” wo have 
undertaken to bring into subjection. 
Occasionally some prophet arises and 
proclaims his belief that Canada is 
bound to become one of the great na­
tional powers of the earth. But is he 
listened to with patience? Is he not 
rather treated with derision? How 
iSany of us are there still who sneer at 
the optimistic fellow and characterise 
his sentiments as “hot air.” And ye‘t it 
is just as certain as it is that the con­
tinent of America exists that Canada 
will one day become the most import­
ant and the wealthiest portion of it 
outside of the United States. There 
are sanguine souls who hold that we 
shall eventually excel the dominions 
of Uncle Sam. ' But we desire even in 
the exuberance of the New Year’s spirit 
to be reasonable and sane in our pre­
dictions. The United States has had à 
long start in the race for national pre­
eminence. She is endowed as no other 
country that ever set up in business in 
the old world or the new with a tre­
mendous store of natural resources. 
Her territory extends from temperate 
to sub-tropical zoi^es. She can pro­
duce in greater variety than we can 
ever hope to do. But there are many 
and various advantages on our aide 
also. Nature brings forth the choicest 
and the strongest of her treasures Tor 
our benefit. Even now our neighbors 
are compelled to buy our wheat and 
mix it with theirs in order to keep 
their flour up to the standard. In 
many other lines we hold the posi­
tion of vantage. Consider our coal, 
our water powers, our timber and our 
fisheries. Americans perceive that 
if they hope to keep up the 
pace of progression that has 
been set they will have to 
cpme to us for much of the raw ma­
terial that has been so prodically 
wasted in the *rush of individuals to 
make themselves rich. The United 
States is becoming so thickly populated 
that the struggle of life has recently 
been greatly intensified. The contrast 
between the offensively rich and the 
struggling poor is so great that fears 
are entertained for the stability of our 
neighbors’ institutions. Our political 
condition, notwithstanding the Social­
istic foam now floating upon the politi­
cal waters of British Columbia, is as 
solid as the physical foundations of 
our country. Those who desire to see 
us progress as the rest of Canada is 
going to progress from this time for­
ward should see to it that the confi­
dence of those looking for employment, 
homes and investments are not under­
mined by any political action of ours.
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people of ail nations had been stirred 
as they never had been moved before 
by ajiy event of a like character, while 
national and municipal treasuries and 
private purses were pouring relief into

Mayoralty, expresses his views upon 
the subject of the duties of the chief
magistrate in another column of the 
Times. Mr. Paterson, probably owing 
to training and natural disposition, is 
a man of few words. When he has any­
thing to say he compresses his opin­
ions into the fewest possible number of 
sentences. Consequently on matters 
which may be at issue during the com­
ing campaign he makes no attempt to 
cloud his views in a maze of verbiage. 
Anyone interested may find out ^just 
where he stands in a very few minutes.

Mr. Paterson recognizes and admits 
Die urgent necessity for an improve­
ment in the water supply of the city. 
He would recommend a thorough in­
vestigation into the capacity of Elk 
Lake to fulfil the -conditions required 
of it in view of the rapid expansion of 
the city. If by extensions of the water 
shed Elk Lake can be ma'de to meet 
requirements for any considerable 
number of years, he believes we should 
not hastily abandon a property of such 
undoubted value. That, we think it 
will be admitted, is a reasonable posi­
tion to take. We do not believe that 
after the fullest investigation, an in­
vestigation that will cover not only the 
cajlacity of the lake, but the vastly 
move important matter of the prospec­
tive quality of the water that can be 
obtained there, an expenditure of any 
considerable amount of the ratepayers’ 
money will be adjudged to be justifi­
able in enlarging that source of supply. 
On this matter, ae on all other matters 
of civic policy, Mr. Paterson does not 
assume a dogmatic position. He is not 
going to set himself up as a dictator. 
There will be twelve aldermen upon 
the board to assist him with their 
counsel, and it will be his aim to listen 
courteously to their advice and work 
with them harmoniously in the impor­
tant business of advancing all the in­
terests of the city. The laws upon the 
statute book he will exercise all the 
powers vested in his hands and all the 
authority he possesses to have carried 
out.

Mr. Paterson has been long enough 
before the people of Victoria in various 
roles for them to thoroughly under­
stand that when he says he will do cer­
tain things he means what he says and 
that he will carry out his pledges to 
the Utmost of his ability. The coming 
year will be an important one in the 
history of Victoria, and it is of mani­
fest importance that at the head of our 
affairs there shall be a man of sound 
business views, of clear Judgment and 
of solid common sense in the chair of 
the chief magistrate.
