A few days ago. at a gathering 
held in Saanich, nearly 406 Indians 
were present, including the whole of 
the Saanich tribes with representatives 
from Victoria and Cowlchan. The 
Songhees present did not wish to bid 
Father Vullinghs farewell on that -oc­
casion, but' invited him to accept of 
their hospitality on the reserve. This

Besides the preaching of the gospel 
there Were schools to look after, one 
at Cralgfiower, one at Victoria and one 
In Nariaimo. Mrs. Thomas Cunning­
ham had taught the first school on 
the mainland in New Westminster.

He referred to the move made for 
sectarian schools. The Methodists, 
with other denominations, took their 
part In fighting for denominational 
equality and national schools. Rich 
blessings had come from the acquiring 
of these. He had, in his efforts for 
these, been approached and asked to 
lend his assistance to securing sep­
arate schools and assistance would in 
turn be given to bring about prohibi­
tion.

wish D. R. Ker has returned from the con­
vention in Calgary, where representa­
tives to the number of about 150 gath­
ered to discuss the question of shipping 
wheat by way of British Columbia 
ports to Europe, Australia and the 
Orient. The gathering represented the 
farmers, the elevator men, the trans­
portation companies and all interests 
concerned in the question of grain 
shipping. It was called at the instance 
of the Alberta government an,d the pre­
mier " presided at the opening session.

Mr. Ker says prospect* are that soon 
wheat will be coming by the western 
route. A hafcpy name for this route 
was suggested by one of those present, 
when he described it as the A. B. C„ 
meaning the Alberta British Columbia 
route.

The fact that the railway haul by this 
route would be only about half of what 
It would be by the eastern way, was a 
strong argument used in favor of ship­
ping by British , Columbia. It was 
shown that wheat could be sent to Liv­
erpool by the Pacific for less than by 
.the Atlantic route. With the improve­
ments to the C. P. R. now in progress 
the difficulty in hauling will be done 
away with.

The Dominion government is to be in­
terviewed relative to erecting an ele­
vator which will be located at Vancou 
ver. Falling the government doing It, 
the C. P. R. will be asked to take steps 
to carry it out. Some modifications in 
various acts will be necessary before 
the work is carried out, but Mr. Ker 
thinks there can be no doubt that there 
will soon be shipments of wheat from 
the prairies monthly by way of the 
Pacific.
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0700 Columbia for jhe past fifty years was 
very Intimately related to Methodism.
