The
obla¢t of the legislature in passing the
actand of the government in wstrictly
enforcicg it was therefore being satis-
factory accomplished. While the chief
opponents of the Japanese are in the
ranks: of the workers with whom they
unfairly compete in the labor market,
there are also many of the business
world who are also opposed to their be-
ing resident in British Columbia in
large numbters. While they may be
used profitably in various lines of work,
their usurpation of the places of the
white laboring element is not conducive
to the general good or the growth of
trade. Like their Chinese cousins, they
do not assimilate with the Caucasian
races; they have no families to support,
and théir earnings go to keep those of
their brethren who still remain in over-
populated Japan. As yet the Japanese
have pot competed in the business of
the province, except to a small extent
in the timber industry. They are, how-
ever, being educated into the practical
working of our several industries, and
the time is not far distant when they
will take the position of employer in the
lumbering and canning industries. They
bave shown that they are not a people
who will be content to remain the
hewers of ‘wood and drawers of water
for the white man, but are determined
to take an equal place with him. No
one will deny their eapacity to do this.
They are intellectually and physically
competent to take their own part in
commerce or war, and, unlike the Chi-
nese, as a united and patriotic nation.
Hence the greater danger to be feared
from their coming to British Columbia
in such large numbers, as was the case
last year, when 10,000 Japanese enter-
ed this province. Should they be per-
mitted to take up their residence here
in this ratio for a few years, they would
soon equal and outnumber the white
population, and gradually aequire a con-
trol not only in the labor market, but
also in some of the province’s chief in-
dustries. They would form the Brit-
ish Columbia “Uitlander,” and would
prove to be as difficult a quantity to
handle as Kruger found the Transvaal
unless they were received into
full citizenship, which no doubt the
Jananese would insist upon.

Further argument is wnnnecessarv . to
prove that the lmmigration Act of 1900
was a wise measure of protection, and
that its disallowance would be disas-
trous to the general welfare, Every ef-
fort should be put forth by our public
men and the press of the country to
retain it as an active protection against
an undesirable immigration, and they
should be aided ‘also by the various la-
bor organizations in such efforts. Up to
the present there as not been a single
public protest from any source against
federal interference in this matter. And
if those who are most vitally interested

‘do not exert themselves in the cause, it

is scarcely to be expected that the East-
ern politicians, who do not appreciate
or realize the detriment and danger of
Oriental competition in British Colum-
bia, will be wiser or more energetic in
their conduct.
