Mr. Editor.—Tf you had been in New­
castle as much as I have lately you would 
have been very much amused over the 
efforts of the persons formerly in receipt 
of emoluments from Mr. Mitchell, to 
obtain a hold upon their small but credul­
ous admirers. It is well known that Mr. 
Mitchell had been making great efforts 
since his defeat to have himself bolstered 
up by the big guns of the Conservative 
party—Messrs. Tupper and Tilley and 
that he returned really beaten and crest­
fallen to Newcastle on Saturday night— 
these wary politicians having refused to 
grace the long talked of demonstration 
with their presence. But he was let down 
easy, for accompanying him were Mr. 
James Domville, M. P., and Dr. Tuck. 
It is said here that Mr. Domville is to be 
Minister of Marine and Fisheries in the 
new Government and to give employment 
to the men of Miramichi, he intends 
building light-houses kc. along the river. 
To find out the best spot for such light- 
houMS a fire was built on the property of 
a strong supporter of Mr. Mitchell to show’ 
the effect of a beacon light on his property 
in anticipation of getting a big price. The 
latter, report says, received the usual fee 
to work up evidence to" support that pro­
test which the opposite party fear to talk 
about. Hence the disinterested motives 
which brought the two worthies to help 
tomake the whole thing a failure.
