aested with the oppasition and it muyst.

' Ontario, it seems, has Yéfrained trom
objecting to a reduction of her repre-
Bentdtion and ‘for this-she {8 commend-
ed by Sir Wi¥rid Laurier, who seem-
ed happy in the thought that the ad-
ministration of that part’ of Canada
was alive to the duty it owed to the
federal power, R, 'L. Bérden thought
this rather a gratuitous reflection on
the governments of Nova Scotia 'and
New Brunswick, who, in Sir ‘Wiltrid's
mind, seem to have been gufity of an
indecency In opposing his wishes,

The whole redistribution must be
based on ‘the interpretatfon of section
51 of the British North Americs Act.
If “Canada” means the faur original
provinces of the confederation, it ‘looks
as If the Maritime Provinces will stand
& good chance of retaining their pres-
ent representation. - If, however, .“Can~
ada” is taken as meaning the whole of.
the Dominjon, then Eastern Canada is
out of court. The debate on this point
of issue showed that there is a. great
differerice in the treatment accorded
different provinces of the confereda-
tion. In British Columbia, while there
can be an increase in the parliamentary
representation of the provings, there
can. be no decrease below six. In the
Northwest Territories it is proposed to
increase the representation far beyond
the actual number . of . members to
which that section is entitied. When
Manitoba was formed into a provinoe,
the same course was followed, ‘and
moreover it required an imperial act
te enable the Canadian government to-
establish it, casting a doubt upon the:
right of the Canadian commons to leg-
iglate . in questions of redistribution.
Prince Edward Island lays claim to
the same right as British Columbia in
80 far as the reduction of her repre-
sentation is concerned. It will be seen,
therefore, that the whole question to be
submitted to the courts is one of vital
and far-reaching importance,

W. B, Northrup of BPast Hastings
made a very able presentation ‘of the
‘claims of the maritime proyinces and
Ontario. He submitted that' if the
case was one for the supreme court,
it was aiso one for the judieial com-
mittée of the privy council, which was
In no way bound by any decision of
the Canadian courts. As the govern-
ment's action will practically result in
the laying down bf a precedent and
doctrine for future redistributions, he
held that the least the adminmistration
should do would be to obtain the best
possible ' opinion, so that whatever
&may be done will be bhased on no un-
gertain ground. In 1871, Sir Johm A.
Macdonald, minister of justice of that
day, in a report approved by his ex-
oellency the govermor: general of :Can-
ada, spoke of the question raised as to-
the power of parliament to- pass an act
giving the province of Manitoba  the
right to representation in 'the :senate
and house, as one which involved con-
siderable doubt, ¥He held that - “the
general purview of ‘the .British North
America’ Aot, 1867, seemed to be: con-
fined .to the three pravinces: of .Canada,
Nova 8cotia and New Brunswick, or-
iginally forming the dominion.” 8ir
John was so much in Joubt as to Can-
ada’'s power in arranging the delim-
itations of a province that he sought

It will be seen from this that the ob-
Ject of the confederation delegates was
ito guard against any serious decrease
in the representation of Ontario and
ttge lower  provinces. They found that
they pould so:divide up the représen-
tation of. the Dominion, that the fig-
ures agreed on in the British North
America Act would afford what was
considered a fair basis for the repre- |
sentation of eagh province, and it was
evidently understood of the representa-
tives at that time, when they so pro-
vided, that unless there was a falling
off of one-twentieth in the populatien
of a province there would be no de-
crease; that practically they were en-
Sured against any decrease. ‘As’ every
clause in .the British North America
Act' is a compromise, Mr, Northrup
held to the opinien of Lord Carnarven
that, except in &0 far as the eclauses
have been modified by imperial- legis-
lation, they must stand precisely today
a8 they were in 1867. “No legislation
amending -the British North America
Act has pdssed since 1867, which in any
way affects the meaning of section Bl
It is therefore a pardonable conclusion
for those opposed to any reduction of
representation to hold that the Cana- |
dian parliament is not empowered to
in‘any way remove from the house of}
commons any representative of the |
four original ‘provinces of confedera-
tion, unless it be from results deter-
mined by & calculation based on an in-
terpretation of the British North Am-
erica Act, which takes the term “Can-
ada' to mean the provinces of Quebec,
New Brunswick, Neva Scotia and On-

The claim of Prince Bdward Jsland
is per cleayer than that of the
other provinces. She was admitted to
confederation 'under order in couneil,
and special provision was made for her
representation. The saving clause of
the British North America Act, how-~
ever, cannot apply to her case, as she
wag not one of the original provinces
of confederation. Hon. Charles E.
Pitzpatrick ‘contends that no matter
what the decision of the supreme court
maty;qe. t‘h:{ “Garden of the Guif” can-
not hope to retain her present repre~
sentation. A, A. Lefurgey, the repre-
sentative of Bast Prince, joined issue
with the minjster of Justice, and in a
Strong argument proved that the
Prince Bdward 'Island delegates ap-
Pointed to arrange the teyms upen
which the province might enter the
dominion, held out strongly against
the adoption of any principle which
might result from time to time in a
reduction of the number of her mem«
bers from the Island. He showed from
the minutes of  the meetings of the
delegates that if Prince Bdward Island
had doubted for a moment her ability
to retain her representation of six
members she would not have entered
confederation. He held that the agree-
ment “that the population of Prince
Bdward Island having been increased
by 15000 or upwards since the year
1861, the Island should be represented
in the house of commons of Canada by
six members,” was to be interpreted as
meaning fust what it sald, He was
not prepared to admit that there was
any disqualifying phrase to be used in
determining. its meaning, Six mem-
bers were to have seats in the house
a8 representatives of Prince Edward
Island for all time, He quoted at con~
sidérable length from old records to
show how .strongly this feeling had
prevafled ‘in 1873, at the time of Prince
Edward Island’s admission to the
union, Mr. Lefurgey made aut & good
case, stronger if anything than that
of New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and
Ontario, and 'established, that there is
room for grave doubt in the case of his
province also, .

It will not be many days before the
whole question: will be cleared up by
the decision of the supreme eourt, |
There is certainly good ground for be-
leving that perhaps after all the rep-
resentation of Lower Canada - will re-
main untouched. This view of the
case is growing, and until the poing is
settled it has been as good as decided
that no rearrangement of the seats in
Ontario, Nova Scotia and New Bruns-
wick will be finally fixed upon. :

Mr. Fielding swallowed about every-
thing that' was left of the old liberal
platform. .

E. Fos-
ter was elected in the riding it n.cant
the abolition of the British: preference.
He, pledged himself, as a minister of
the crown, as a loyal subject of the
King, as a man of honor, to use his
‘best endeavors to not only maintain
the present preference, but to increase,
if possible, the good understanding
between the motherland and the cot-
ony. A little over a month afterwards
we find him quietly doszing in hia seat
in parliament while a fellow . cabinet
minister destroys the effect of every
promise made to the North Ontario
people. Mr, Fielding has Jaid it down
that if ‘Great Britain i8 prepared to
grant a congession to Canada, this
country in turn, so. far as the interests
of Canada permit, will levy her duties
In guch a manner as to discriminate
against the products of foreign coun-
tries and in favor of Great Britain.
This was exactly what R, L. Borden
proposed in the house of commons last
year and the year before. It is the
very thing that Sir Wiltria _Laurier
and his followers defeated by over-
Whelming majorities.’ Now they are
glad enough to meet the wishes of the
country by availing themselves of the
material which was fashioned in. the
brain of the leader of the opposition.
Indeed, they are prepared to take any
policy ,at any time, and under any
conditions, if the exigendies of the mo-

ave: already

ment, warrant it.

The same line of action was ‘follow-
ed by the government in regard to the
increase in German /duties. Last ses-
sion they voted down a motion of Mr.
Kemp, of Toronto, which provided for
& measure similar in every respect to
that which has now been put into op-
eration. What is- the meaning of this
activity on the governmerit side? Can
it be that we are .te have a-general
election this ~fall? With Mr. Blair
‘working out hie fake surplus on the
Intercolonigl; with = 8ir William Mu-
lock claiming a . surplus of $5,000
Which the auditor general declares to
be a defieit of $380,000; with capital ex-
Denditure curtailed so as to enable the
government to reduce the puyblic debt
for the time being, it certainly has the
appearance of an aarly dissolution of
parliament. The surplus; so far as ean
be gathered from 'the finaneial state-
ment in the"Canada Gagzette, will be
the result of paying as few railway
Bubsidies as possible -this year, and
meeting them in 1003, together with the
interest they may accrue, ' The same
formula is being applied to othep ser-
vices, and while there may be a con-
siderable reduction in the public deht
this year, the increase within twelve
months will more than counterbalance
the apparent maving.

After going about
half the distance home, he called to

ed by him, and after a time was able
to get the attemtion of another small-
en, sister, who she sent home for her
mother.
