The Peconic - Foundered
W During Storm Off Flor-
““ida Goast---Only fwo of
Her Crew Were Saved

and they Had a Terri-
ble Experience.

" FERNANDINA, Fla., - Aug. 28—
Twenty men, constituting all but two

of the officers and crew of the Ameri-
can steamship Peconie, bound  from
«Philadelphia. . to New Orleans with
coal, were drowned by the sinking of
that vessel off the coast of Florida to-
day. The disaster was the result of a
fierce gale which raged along the coast
during she night and early morning.
Lashed by the storm an immense
wave struck the vessel with a terrific
force about 12.30 o’clock this morning.
The impact, coming just ag the vessel
was making a turn, caused a shift of
the cargo and the wvessel heeled over
and sank. The accident occurred so
quickly fhat only two-of those aboard,
an Italian and a Spaniard, were able
to save themselves. They succeeded in
getting into a life hoat and reached
Amelia Beach about noon,

The account of the escape of the two
men out of all the ship’s crew was re-
markable, One of them was at the
wheel, the other on watch. As soon as
the ship began to careen these two
men rushed for one of the small boats,
which they jumped into as the wvessel
began to go down. With their knives
they severed the ropes and the small
boat was thrown into the waves. They
say that they could see through the
storm the figures of the awakened
crew, some of whom managed to
crowd into another of the ship’s boats.
This was, however, caught in  the
trough of the sea, thrown violently
against the ventilators ' and
wedged fast. Pitiful cries for help”
could be heard as the ship went down. -

Alone through the remainder of the
night, with the storm raging and
threatening each moment to swamp
their small boat, the two smen were
gradually borne ashore toward Amelia
Island, landing just at 11 a, m, today.
Their condition was pitiable. The
men, whose .names are respectively
Bagellini Humberti and Antonio Clark,

were unable to speak English, and it |

was some time before the facts of the
disaster were thoroughly ascertained,
They have testified to the correctness,
of the above statement before a notary
publie, .

The only mames that the two men
could give were Captain Jones, Mate
James and Seamen™Dominica Calaeno
and Pasqual 1Indecicato. They say
there were five Spanish firemen, one
French sailor, one Spanish seaman be-
sides himself, and the balance were
Italians. The vessel had been engaged
in the fruit trade from Central Am-
erica to New Orleans, but on account
of the quarantine regulations prohibit-
ing the import of bananas, she: had
been engaged for two yoyages to carry
coal from Philadelphia to New Orleans.

The Peconic was bullt at Liverpool,
Eng., in 1881. She was 270 feet long,
34 feet 6 inches beam and 22 feet 8
inches deep. She formerly sailed un-
der the British flag and ran on the
Phelps Bros & Co. line between New

The Man Who For the Past Two Years Has
Fought the Sandford Holy Ghosters Has

Met With Success,

-and is Now in St’:

John For a Rest.

Si1x years ago Uharles Archer Dun-
lap, up to that “time apparently &
sane, well beloved and -competent busi-
ness man, and his wife renounced this
sin scarred world and joined the host
of immaculate and holy disciples of F.
W. Sandford, who modestly set8 forth
that he is at the one.and same timé
three rzther illustrious and- historical
personages, called respectively Elijah,
David and Melchizedek.

Coincident with their reaunciation of
the world, the flesh and the devil,.the
Dunlap family turned . over to the
founder of Shiloh most of their worldly
goods. All of Sandford’s followers do
this.

‘When they joined the Holy Ghosters
they took with them their twe chil-
dren—a boy and a girl. Little Marjery
died about two years ago of pneu-
monia, without medical attendance.

The boy Erlon, now twelve years of
age,- was, owing to the remarkable
persistency and heroic effort of his
grandfather, Charles F. Dunlap, re-
moved by a decree of the”court from
the clutches of the fanatical Sandford,
but the parents of the boy “still cling
to their delusion, and remain at
Shiloh. :

The grandfather, Charles F. Dunlap,
who is one of the oldest insurance
maragers in the state of Maine, is now
in this city, having arrived here by the
Calvin Austin on Saturday night.

‘I came here,” he said to the Sun,
“to get a little rest. My energies have
been exhausted by the long legal bat-
tle that I have waged to prevent my
little grandson from being murdered,
which 1 firmly  believe would . have
been - the case had he remained at
Shiloh. :

‘They killed my little granddaughter,
& pure, sweet little girl, killed her by
neglect and harsh treatment. and lack
of medical attendance when she fell
ill, just as diabolically as if they had
put a pistol to her head.

‘Beside her coffin, in the presence of
the host of apostles and their deluded
victims, I charged them before heaven
with their crime.”

Bince the death of his little grand-
daughter, Mr. Dunlap has waged war
against the founder of Shiloh, and has
conquered. His first application for
the custody and guardianship of his
grandson was granted in the probate
court of Androscoggin county, This
decision was appealed from by Sand-
ford, but the, decision was upheld. A
third trial before the full bench of the
Supreme ocourt again unpheld this de-
cision® unanimously. The decree was
handed-down on July 7th,, and on July
8th the -boy Erlon was taken from
Shiloh, and is now at his grandfather’s
home in Portland.

‘When taken from Sandford’s charge
the boy weighed just 78 pounds, al-
though twelve years of age. The first
week he was out he gained in weight
dve and a half pounds. At the end of
three ‘weeks he was ten pounds heav=
ler. ‘When weighed four weeks from
the day he was brought again into the
wicked world of material things Erlon
nad increased in weight twelve and a
half pounds,

Mr. Dunlap related t6 the Sun a
pathetic incident of the 1lad’s first
breakfast after being removed from
Shiloh. The boy had been literally
starved and ate so0 much that his
grandmother became alarmed and cau-
tioned him not to “overdo it, as he
would have no appetite for his dinner.

‘“Why,” said the poor little half-
starved lad, “am I going to have any
dinner today, grandma?”’

““This' question,” sald Mr.
“‘spoke volumes.'_’

Mr. Dunlap showed the ' reporter
copies of several letters which he had
sent to his son, pleading with him to
come and see his mother, who was
very ill, that should have moved a
heart of stone. These letters ‘were
ignored, so completely was his son
under the influence of Sandford and
his apostles. A lot of cake and candy
which Mr. Dunlap sent his grandson
for Christmas was returned, as also
was the letter which accompanied it.

Mr. Dunlap’s attitude towards the
Holy Ghosters may be summed up in
the reply which he made to the coun-
sel for Sandford in one of the trials.
The lawyer was endeavoring to show
that Grandfather Dunap was not a
fit and proper person to have the cus-
tody of the boy.

“Are you a Christian 2"
“Do you believe in hell ?**

“If thereis ot a hell,” was the reply,
“one should be' especially created for
the accommodation of people like
Sandford, and 411 other impostors
who under the guise of religion; prac-
tice:  their  deyilish cruelties  and
Tranllslrs W o o e et

At the same time that Mr. Dunlap
made the ‘application for the custody
of his grandsen, he also applied to be
appointed guardian of his son, C.
Archer Dunlap, the boy’'s father. Be-
fore leaving home on Friday, Mr. Dun-
lap was rejoiced to receive notice that
a_decree granting his application had
been handed down by Judge Newell.

This decree is considered to be the
hardest blow that Sandford has yet
received, and may be the means of
breaking up this strange band.

C. Archer Dunlap had turned over
to Shiloh all but about $2,000 of ' his
estate. This amount is tied up in the
unsettlied estate of his grandfather,

Ap appeal will probably be entered,
but Mr: Dunlap will fight to the bitter
end.

“My purpose has been achieved,” he
said last evening, “and I hope that the
revelations which I have made may
prevent any additions to this unholy
band from this -province.”

Mr. Dunlap says the son Archer and
his wife are still' at Shiloh. It is pos-
sible that an effort will be made to
have the young man examined ‘before
a board of physicians for their opin-
ion as to his sanity.

Mr. Dunlap is about sixty years of
age, tall, spare and alert. He Speaks
with great vehemence when discussing
the Holy Ghosters, and there is no
man who has more reason. Hig great
fight has attracted the widest atten-
tion, and elicited numerous letters and
commendatory press comments,

THREE PERISHED
- IN HOTEL FIRE.

Guests at Marancook, Maine,
in a Panic

MARANACOOK, Me., Aug. 26 —
Three persons perished and fiye others
were-burned or injured in'a fire which

destroyed the Hotel Maranacook, in
this town, early today. Over four
Score guests and employes escaped in
night attire after .they had been
awakened by the hotel clerk, many of
them leaping from the windows. That
there had been loss of life was not
known unttl a search of the ruins dur-
ing the'afternoon revealed the charred
bodies. There was. apparently no
means of identifying the dead, the
hotel register had been burned and
other means of identifying were miss-
ing.

The fire, which is supposed to have
been caused by a defective chimney,
Spread rapidly through the two and
one-half stories of the wooden struc-
ture.

MYSTERY- OF
A RAILROAD

(Ganadian Pacific Survby
~ Party Said to be Work-

ing in Eastern Maine.

Line From Debec Junction to Matta-
wamkeag Run—Party Around

Sebec Lake Also.

HOULTON, Me., = Aug. 26—It I8
stated here that a party of men is sur-
veying a railroad from 'Debec Junec-

tion to Mattawamkeag. If this is true,
the common opinion here is that it
must mean that the Canddian Facific
intends to open up a line between
these points.

The motive for doing so is a good
deal of a puzzle. In an air line, it is
49 miles between the two points. The
territory  is one through ‘which rail-
road building would be easy, and only
three or four extra miles would be
needed to put a line across there. Call
it 55 miles and the estimate is a liberal
one.

The Canadian Pacific hag been want-
'ing a line all its own between Matta~
| wamkeag and St. John. From Matta-
' wamkeag to Vanceboro it now takes
{ the travel of the Maine Central, an ar-
'rangement which ig unsatisfactory to
[ the Canadian' Pacific people. It has
"been supposed  that they would, ‘some
"day, dequire the New Brunswick Shore
Line railroad from St. Stephen to St.
John, and build from Mattawamkeagk
to a ‘oonnection at St. Stephen, thus
" getting complete their own line from
'ocean to ocean. No railroad in the
United States or Canada now has such
a lne, but the Southern Pacific reaches
from the Pacific Ocean to the Gulf of
Mexico and the Canadian Pacific lacks
only a link to connect its rails in the
, State ‘of Maine with "hose in the pro-
vince' of New Brunswick. A line from
! Mattawamkeag .to Debee would be
 such a link,

From Mattawamkeag Jo Vanceboro
is 55 miiles, from Vanceboro to Mec-
Adam ' seven miles;, from McAdam to
’Fredericton Junetion is 39 miles and
from Fredericton Junection to St. John
is 45 miles,,;making a total of 146 miles
{from Mattawamkeag to St. John.
~ From Mattawamkeag to St. Stephen
would/ require 65 or 70 miles, and the
Shore Line, legally designated as the
New Brunswick Southern railway,
takeg 82 miles to cover the rest of the
distance to St. John, so it would be
about 150 miles from Mattawamkeag
to St. John if suzh a line were con-
structed. Some 60 miles west from St.
John the New - Brunswick  Southern
crosses the Canadian Pacific branch
to St. Andrews at a point 16 miles from
that seaport town. Such a route would
bring Mattawgmkeag within 100 to 105
miles of St. Andrews, the second in*
importance of the New Brunswick
harbors.

Nobody here knows what the rafl-
road owners think of the matter, but
it is not seriously considered that the
reported survey is for the purpose of
securing . an exclusive through line to
St. John. If not that, then what is
it for ?

cover for a deal with the Canadian
| Pacific; which is to be the actual ‘oc-
i.cupant of ‘the harbor. Those stories
seem 'to have started from ignorance
i of the Aroostoo}: output of freight in
lumber and produce,. People who saw
the wharves building at Stockton har-
bor jumped to the conclusion ‘that they
were too large for the Aroostook bus-
ipess and must, therefore, be destined
for the use of the Canadian Pacific
railway. Wo people familiar with the
