The Armenian church is cne of the
oldest Christian churches in the Eas'.
1t does not recognizs the supremacy of
the Pope, and is not disgraced with
many of the errors of the Rimisk
<hi This and other vital doctrines
and Christian principles of the Armen-
ian church deserve the highest praise
and sdmirstion. At thesame tinie, we
cannot but protest agsiost some o1 its
unscriptural doctrines, usuag ‘s and dic-
ciplive. According to the Armenian
chureh, (1) Cmfession to the priesthood
is necers ury. ) Ihe crossand pictures
of the ssintes me 0bjscts of revereace,
and miraculcus power is expected from
the relics of thesainte. (3) The media-
tion of Christ is somewhat “obscur
ed by the liturgical services of the
church, especially by prayers and
songs devoted to the heavenly
hosts. 4) Baplism cleanses 'the
original o, and 1« substitated for re-
generation.  (5) The church’ confers
¢ xtreme merit on good and charitable
works, penances and siriments, to
such an extent that the free salvation
by Jesus Christ is & foreign doctrine w0
toe minds of many people. (6) The
use of the ancient Armenian lsnguage
§n the choreh services is not intelligi-
ble, and is & grost obstacle to the de
velopment of the csurch, as well as to
the spiritual growth of the worshippere

Besaides, the educational status of the
clergy is pot & desirable one. They lack
the apirit of the age. Bermons are ro-
garded subordinate to the sexrvices of
the chareh. Hence, presching is not
necessary every Babbath, No sttention
fwgiven, ther-lore, to the religious in-
straction of the people, . There ate no
Banday-achoole, religlous papers or
prriodicals. To make the mign of the
cross, Lo offer & certain number of pray-
ers, Lo repeat some devotional chapters
of the Psalmis, to observe the days of
fasting, to visit Jerusalem and other
holy regarded grounds and monasteries,
are considered the most demandiog and
commending elcments of Chrisiianity

Preparation of the Lady Missionary
for Foreign Eeiv.ce

Frequently the question comes to us
What are the quelifications for the
foreign field, and what are the duties
of the lady missionary * Forthebene-
fit of those who havethe work in view,

It is not an unccmmon impression
that a covsecrated spirit is tne only
missionary qualification tbis gift being
the parent of z:al, and many otber

#go, the preparation of volunteers was
one of the most ably discussed sub-
jeets. De. Judson Smith, of the Amer-
1can board, emghulud thorough “intel-
lectual furnishings” as essential to
any grest work. FElucation gives
breadtn and ability to one’s powers,
training every faculty in its true end.
The i y must be in i
of stich a reservoir from which there
must ¢ me ability to master the lan-
gudge, study the people with whom she
Iabors, train native teacbers, give in-
struction in school, translate the Scrip-
tures and other literature, and also to
guide the domestic affairs when neces-
sary. Td meet these demands there
must be & thorongh mental fraicing;
and the time given tothis training is as
acceptable to our Lord as the personal
contest with the heathen for whose sal-
vation she labors. A sentimsntal zeal
will never accomplish the work.

Then comes the more practical pre-

ration. It has been truly said, every

ind of knowledge is useful to the mis-
sionary. Says Mm. H, K. Eldy, of wide
experience, “A missionary lady needs
all the knowledge of house-keeping she
can acquire, for altbough wages are so
small toat it is best economy to keep
servants, they need a great deal of in-
structior « and constant oversight, and
it does not take them long to find out
whether the missionary knows more or
less than they. What'is trae of cook-
ing is (qually true of all other depart-
ments of housekeeping. In a school
there is particularly constant need of &
wise head to plan all the details of the
household so as tosecure the economis
cal and orderly working of every part.
If one is to have s family of 40 girls to
care for, it is quite certain that in
course of time these individuals will be
s0 unfortunate ss to wear out their
clothing, and drasses will have to be
cut and fitted; therefore every lady
missionary shonld at least be a good
seamstress. Some of them will besick,
and even if & good physician be at
hand, it-will be convenient to be saved
the necessity of consuliing him about
every little ailment. A practical
knowledge of sim ple nursing will thece-
fore be found very serviceable.

In addition to the executive ability
fot carrying on forcign mission work,
to our iady missionaries we look for
such communications as will briog
their work before our people, and enlist
their sympathy. We cannot be inter-
ested in those we do not know or love.
Early in the history of the W. M. A.
societies in the Maritime Provinces;
our beloved founder, Mrs. H, M. N
Armstrong, was impressed that she
must write personally to the sisters of
all the churches where no Aid Society
existed. This efiurt on her part neces-
sitated time and strength—early and
late her pen xan over tbe note paper
until scores of letters were sent home —
earnestly appealing for the co-operation
of these sisters. As a result of her of-
fort, hundreds of women were so maved

Benjamin  Griffith,  Biographical
Sketches Contributed by Friends.

This is indeed “the life of & man—a
heroic poem unrhiymed.” Dr, Griffith,
as Maritime Baptists very well know,
waa for 36 years the indefatigable head
of the grand irstitution in the neigh-
boring Republic known as the Ameri-
can Baptist Publication Society. Would
that we had one in Canada correspond-
ing to it in zeal, energy, resources and
extent of operations! Left an orphan
at the tender age of eleven years, Dr.
Griffith was placed with a guardian,
then with an uncle. Oae of the firs,
illustrations in the book shows him set-
ting off on a odlt, a sturdy lad of thir-
teen, to make bis own way in the world.
He walked the streets of Baltimore
looking for a situstion, finally obtain-
ing one with a small dealer. He early
connected himself with the 1st Baptist
church, where his bright face and gentle
manners made him a general favorite.
He became converted under the preach-
ing of Elder Knapp, an evangeiist. We
next find him at Colgate University
studyiog for the ministry. After six
years of praparation, he became the
faithful, hard-working pastor of the
New Market Baptist church, Pailadel-
phis. Under his ministry the church
was revived, and stimulated by his
noble example of giving up one half of
his salary, raisea a sum sufficiently
large to enable them to remove from
their gloomy, unsttractive meeting-
house to & beautiful and commodious
church. Bsing at the same time pastor
of this church and a member of the
Board of Managers of the Publication
Bceiety, his Bdelity to duty and capac-
ity for leadership were soon dis-
covered, and in 1837 he was per-
suaded to relinquish his pastoral
duties to become corresponding secre-
tary to the Bociety. Umﬁ- his
leadership, much needed organizition
and development began. Large sums
of money were raised, branch houses
in other cities were opened and a new
commodious structure for the scciety
at a cost of two hundreed and fifty
thousnad five hundred and eighty-six
dollars wes erected. This bullding the
socioty sthll o« wupiu.
