Yukon And The Bridge.

Coming to the question of general
administration Mr. Foster dealt with
the Yukon. In 1901 there was a sur-
plus of $1,680,000 on operations in that
territory. In eighty years since this
surplus had been got rid of and a’ de-
ficit of $2,236.367 accumulated. He re-
ferred to the Yukon rallway bill
thrown out by the Senate, but after
the Government had entered into an
injudicious contract which resulted in
damages of $232,000 being paid with-

out return. Then there was the
Drummond counties raillway and,
more recently, the Quebec bridge,

seven milllons spent and the bridge
collapses, while the holding company
gets compensated for its stock and
10 per cent. added so there would be
no hard feelings. Of the total even-
tual cost of fourteen millions, seven
millions was lost.

Most Expensive.

Mr. Foster's detailed examination of
the extravagance of the Government
was very effective. In particular he
dealt with the Public Works Depart-
ment. “There is no plan upon which
these expenditures were made,” he
said, “there is no setting down by com-
petent authority or competent board,
taking into account the amount of
money it would be wise to spend, tak-
ing into account the needs of the ser-
vices for which alone the money
should be spent, taking into account
the localities which are to be served
and in the line of precedent.

A Reckless System.

..No country in the world proceeds to
its expenditures upon public works on
the haphazard and secret plan on
which this Dominion of Canada pro-
ceeds. It is a matter between the
candidate or the person pressing for
the expenditure and the minister who
has charge of the expenditure.

in The United States.

In the United States where we think
they have ‘been pretty extravagant,
no congressman can get an appro-
priation by simply going to a minis-
ter and buttonholing him. He has to
submit his resolution that it is wise to
have a public building built in a cer-
tain place; he has to substantiate that
before a responsible committee and
that committee hag the oversight of the
whole amount that is to be expended
during any one year.

The Minister of Public Works ad-
mits that he is asking appropriations
for buildings to house departments of
the public sgervice which has not
asked for them.

The meaning of that plainly is that
the Government i8 not erecting pub-
lic buildings for the use of the gervice
but for patronage purposes. That is
the system upom which this immense
expenditure in the public works has
grown up, uhtil it is today $12,000,000
under the administration of the pre-
sent minister. Does not this House
think that before a publi¢c building Is
erected the departmental head of the
department which requires the use of
it ought to express an opinion upon
its necessity? Does not the House
think there ought to be some
which would take all these matters
into cor;pldentlon and appropriate
moneys for public buildings?

Intarcolonial Finance.

Mr. Foster then turned to the In-
tercolonial: “From 1893 to 1896,
said he, “under Liberal-Conservative
rule the net deficit of that road was
$25,354, an average of $6,438 per year.
The capital expense in that period of
four years was $981,485, an average
of $245,371. This government comes
in and takes hold of the Intercolonial.
They have men of business capacity|,
among them and know how to man-
age railways. They are a business
government and what is their record?

From 1897 to 1908, the net deficit
of the Intercolonial was $350,308, an
average of §60,040. In 1904, the ‘defic-
it was $900,751.- From 1905 to 1909,
the net deficit was $2,330,000, AN AV-
ERAGE OF $446,000 YEAR. In
that time $33,100,000 has been expend-
ed on capital account AN AVERAGE
OF $2,560,000 A YEAR. The last year
of its operation has shown A DEFIC-
IT OF OVER $800,000. This period
of 1887 to 1909 we have described to
us in panegyrics of praise by the Min-
ister of Finance no later than this af-
terncon. It marks the highest level
of condition of development, trade and
prosperity. Yet during that high wa-
ter mark, this I. C. R. had been so
mismanaged that it had eclipsed all
its previous records for deficits and
all previous records for capital ex-
penditure’ and the deficit of the en-
ormous amount I have mentioned.

And Mr. Foster compared this dis
mal record with the work done by a
Canadian with the Government rail-
ways of Victoria, Australia,

Mr. H. H. Miller. followed on behalf
of the Government and the House ad-
journed at 11 o’clock.

PROTECTORATE FOR
NICARAGUA NOW

United States May Assume
Control Over Central Am-
erican Republic Until Order
May Be Restored.

Washington, D. C., Dec. 14.—One of
the projects for the solution of the
Nicaraguan situation which has been
strongly urged upon the state depart-
ment is the establishment of a pro-
tectorate, either singly by the United
States or jointly with Mexico. This
may be regarded as necessary in the
event that the-insurgents fail to dis
place Zelaya by their own efforts and
may even follow an Insurgent triumph
which would leave the country with-
out responsible leaders.

There is some reason to believe that
a forward movement will be adopted
by the government in the near future,
perhaps as soon as a sufficient number
of marines have been gathered off the
Nicaraguan cgast. Today's news from
Managua indicating the imminence of
rioting beyond the control of the lo-
cal government forces to suppress
might serve as the basis of the land-
ing of the marines and their despatch
to Managua if necessary to maintain
order, just as was done on the Isthmus
of Panama a few years ago. It is not
part of the plan to maintain such a
force in Nicaragua permanently, but
only long enough to permit of a fair
and free general election and the es-
tablishment of a president who will
be pledged to observe the constitu-
tional obligations.

SMELT SEASON MAY
PROVE RECORD BREAKER

Chatham, N. B. Dec. 14.—Good smelt
catches are reported by the fishermen
and indications are that the season
will be a good one. Last night 'about
$2500 worth of fish were caught and
today’s haul was also a good one. One
fisherman with three nets took in over
three tons of smelts and as fish were
selling for § 1-2 cents per poung netted
over $3560. Prices have ranged from §
to 6 cents which is higher than pre-
vious years. An average smelt seas-
on is worth $30,000 to fishermen of the
Miramichi and it is now hoped that
this season will be better than usual.

\'ocnyl(g spending millions of dollars
in bullding a navy to defend the coun-
try In time of war, practically noth-
ing was being done to protect the na-
tion from the ravages of tuberculosis,
which annually killed thousands of
our people,

In Ontario, the Whitney Govern-
ment was setting the pace for the
other provinces' with régard to the
prevention of this disease, and he hop-
ed that New Brunswick would adopt
the same wise policy.

A Provincial Expert Needed.

Myr. Boyd said he wished to empha-
size the fact that he strongly favored
the appointment by the provincial
governuent of an expert on tubercu-
logis who would have complete super-
visian of the entire province, and also
of the erection of a provincial tuber-
culosis institution to be conducted
upon the same lines as the provincial
hospital for nervous diseases. He
went on to refer to the fact that al-
ready there are branches of the New
Brunswick Association for the pre-
vention of Tuberculosis in every coun-
ty in the province. After pointing out
that annually more than 100 persous
died in this city from this disease, he
said that St. John should take a lead
ing part in the agitation as over one
sixth of the total deaths in the prov-
ince occurred here. y

Discussing ways and means for pre-
venting the disease, Mr. Boyd said
that fresh air, sunlight, and proper
nourishment - were some of its great-
est preventatives. He strongly con-
demned the habit of spitting in the
streets and ih public places, where
people congregated, and said that the
great spread of tuberculosis was not
entirely due to lack of knowledge of
how to fight the disease, but chiefly to
apathy In applying that knowledge.

In closing he appealed to every cit-
izen to become a member of the Anti-
Tuberculosis Assoclation and thereby
assist humanity in becoming more
helpful to themselves, to their homes,
and to their country.
