The woodwork in the laboratory was
done by the Christie Company of this
city, the plumbing being the work of
H. Dunbrack.

The system of drainage and the fit-
tings were planned by the Baird and
Tatlock firm, of London, England, who
are recognized as ome of the fore-
most in the equipment of science lab-
oratories.

During the afternoon, under the su-
pervision of Thomas E. Powers, a
class of sixteen pupils were at work
in the laboratory, and the visitors
were given an insight into the work
being done In this department of the
school. The new laboratory will open
up & broader field for the pursuit of
scientifiec study, and those who were
instrumental in equipping the High
School with a modern laboratory are
to be limented on the of
their undertaking.
