Intercolonial Freight Improvements.

‘I'ne material improvements in the I. C.
R. freight accommodations being made be-
tween here and Moncton are such as to
attract general attention. The Gilbert
Lane sid ng, this city, has been so extend-
ed as to accommodate 120 more cars than
were possible here last winter. The Y
that was used for the royal train has been
removed and the work of ballasting and
improving the yard will be carried on as
long as the weather permits. An average
of forty cars of ballast per day has -been
‘hamdled along this section of the road
and this is stid being maintained. All
phe sidings between St. John and Mone-
ton have been lengthened and new 2,400-
foot sidings have been put in at both
Anagance and Penobsquis. The quality of
the work and efficiency of the ballasting,
as far as it has been accomplished, is a
subject of compliment by railway men
who have inspected it.
