‘meat- on the hoof’ that ever left Port-
land, now at sea on the steamship Norse-
man, the New York World says, she car-
ries to Liverpool 1,179 head of cattle and
1,398 sheep. The ‘gearcity’ which apolo-
gisty of the beef trust plead in excuse for
famine prices is bravely refuted by this
record shipment. Every one of these cat-
tle and sheep was grown in Canada and
railroaded ‘in bond’ through Maine. Their
export value, dressed, is about 93-4 cents
a pound, How the poor of Boston, Port-
land and New York would have liked to
buy that cheap Canadian beef—or, for
that matter, the cheap American beef
which our own packers eell abroad by
the millions of pounds! But we have a
‘tariff! That tariff on beef, mutton; pork
and lard is two cents a pound; on poul-
try, ham, and bacon, five cents a pound;
on eggs, five cents a dozen; on beef cattle,
2712 per cent. Under its workings we
have a ‘scarcity’ which sends up prices to
famine pitch at home and forbids Can-
adian’ importations, while the' trust sells
beef abroad at reasonable prices. What
would real statesmanship in Washington
do with such a tarifi?”
