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Creat Decreuse in the United States
as Well as Canada—Oftawa Live
Stock - Branch Hands Out Other
Valuable Suggestions,

Everyone knows that trade conditions
and, commercial enterprise have suffered
a very serious and unexpected upheaval
during the past year. To this situation
the war has; of course; largely: contrib-
uted; but other causes, including the!
general financial depression  throughout
the eountry have  been ogemtlvc for
some months past. The agricultural in-
dustry has, naturally, been va widely
affected by these changing - conditions

and by the varying situation with  re-
spect te demand and supply. The rise
in the price of grain, together with the
corresponding: ﬂllip to grain’ production,
represents; without doubt, the most out-
standing feature of the direction which
has ‘been given to agricultural activity.
We need, peyhspe, above all .things
else, sane, level judgment in the conduct
of our ‘agricultural - affairs during the
coming year. It is to be expected that
grain' production will - be _ largely in-
creased. The raw products of the soil
are, and will be, in demand at remuner-
ative prices. What then is to be said,
what course is to be followed, with re-

spect to the breedkxg of live stock?
The high price of feed, on-the one
hand, and relatively low prices for mar-
ket stock on the other, have resulted in
very heavy marketing: throughout Can+
aday ‘particularly’ in: the western prov-
inices, of the stock suitable for breeding
purposes.

" Denounced.

Sum of $90,000 Expended for People’s Gift to Imperi
‘Authorities Improperly Placed Under the Head of Capi b*
Expcndtture:\-()ther Important Items Dealt With in Sur-
prising  Manner—Misleading System of Book-Keeping

“The provincial accounts for the fiscal
year ending Oct. 81 as printed in the
Royal Gaszette, show that there was an
increased. expenditure by the province

of ‘84,774 over' the year previous, and
the revenue for 1918-14 exceeded the ex-
penditures by $11,454. That is the way
it is, figured out in ‘the accounts as pre-
sented, but the manner in which they
are presented may well be criticized. For
examiple, a fishery claim against the fed-
eral government which has been in dis-
pute for a long time, was settled last
Yesr for. $66,882, and the money was
paid into the provincial revenues during
the year. It was not an ord.inary re-
ceipt any; more than the monies received
for the lands at McGivney Junction.for
a drill ground would be, and there was
no excuse for placing such an amount
in a column that ‘would swell the rev-
enues of the year and make a paper
surplue easier. ‘That amount of $66,352
should be deducted from the revenue of
the year, and added to the fi provided
for by sale of the public do

That $90,000.

Again, it will surprise véry many when
they see that the cost of the potato gift
to the imperial government, over $90,000,
is coolly "added to the public debt of
the province, being = placed under the
heﬂd of mplhl diture. The people
of New B never  intended ' that
this gift should come from their children
and gra.ndchildm, but from the men
and women in ‘the province today, and
if ‘any saerifice in the ‘way of taxation
were necessary to defray the cost no one
would have grumbled.. But this action
in adding the cost of the potatoes to the
debt of New Brunswick effected a re-
duction in the rate expenditure of $90,~

placed in their proper columns, instead
of showing a surplus of $11,452 the pro-
vincial finances would have shown a de-

Bonus on Timber Licenses.

The bonus on timber licenses whicl
were due on. Aug. 1, were paid to tihc
amount of $161,988, and went into the
crown land sinking fund to be added to
the $255,385 from the same source th
year before. There must be some of
these bonuses still unpaid, as $417,000 i-
hardly the half of the amount that was
to .eome to the province from the re
newal: of the timber licenses; still, here
was a fund of ' between $400,000 and
$500,000 as ‘a sinking fund which woulc
eat up a lot of provincial bonds when
the money market was not favorable for
investment. The provincial secretary
seems to have taken advantage of the
fact that there was such sinking fund.
for one item reads: “Bond sold to crown
land sinking fund, $84,000.”

The Valley Railway.

The public is not taken into the con-
fidence of the administration with re-
spect to the Valley railway financing.
There is no statement as to how many
bonds have been guaranteed or what
the province is liable for in the way of
principal and interest. Neither is therc
‘any’ information regarding the amount
of money in the hands of the Prudential
Trust Companly nor what chance there
is ‘of “the money being released<in the
near future for the purpose of complet-
ing the railway from Rothesay to Gage-
wn and from Centreville to Grand
Falls.

‘Executive government, 'which cost
$84,784 in 1908 the first year this govern-
ment was in power, cost $45;344 in 1913-
14, or an increase of nearly $11,000. Con-
tingencies which in 1908 cost $15,908,
last year amounted to $21,872, or about
$6,000 more than when this économical
administration began its labors.

Some point has beeti ‘made concerning
increase in the territorial “revenue
from $501,564 to $554,861, but. the
eérnment newspapers aré careful nofno
explain that the stumpage was -increased
from $125 to $1.50 per thousand this
year and this would mean an increased
revenue of $61,000 if the cut was as large
as in 1912-18.

There was no care exer-
cised in the expenditure of the money
necessary for the gift to the imperial
government. THhis transaction ‘was never
intended 'to give any man or firm a large
profit at the expense of the people of
New Brunswick, and yet those experi-
enced in'the scst of potatoes and their
shipment say that $90,000 was an enorm-
ous sum to pay for 100, bushels, even
if it cost, as stated, 815 to ship them
from St. John to Lon don.

Bombardment of Undefended Towns
by Naval Forces is Contrary to
Agreement,

Waat does being in a state of war
with another country involve?  What

are the rights of private citizens? These
important questions are naturally be-
ing asked in:these days of bloodshed

-and ' strife, .when ;Western  Europe has

been converted into one huge battlefield,
It ig ipstructive, therefore, to study the
principal ‘rules .of warfare and the hu-
mane restrictions placed upon it by the
varioug international conventions. These
may be summarized as follows:

A state of war between two nations
means that all the subjeets of the one
:trle: enemies of all the subjects of the

er.

As such, the subjects of .each coun-
try are exposed in their persons anfj
property to' hostile treatment from the
subjects of the other.

Distinctions have, however, of : recent
years been made: between combatants
and  non-combatants,  between  public
property and ‘private property at sed,
and between public property and private
property on’ land.

- Naval Bombardment,

The bombardment by naval forces of
undefended ports, towns, villages, dwell-
ings, or bmldings is forbidden.

Seaside resorts may, however, .be or
dered at any time to provide food-stuffs

and necessities for an enemy’s fleet, but
suca contributions must be paid for.

In bombardments by naval forces all
possible steps’ must be taken to spare
buildings dedicated to religions, art, sci-
ence, and /charity, as well as hospxta]s,
provided rthat they are not used at the
time for military purposes.

No poison or poisoned weapons shall
be used; and quarter must bxe)ongen if
and when asked' for.

Soldiers in uniform who are ob-
taining information, and aviators are not
regarded as spies, and if captured are
treated  as prisoners of war.

Formal notice must be given hy the
eommnnder of ‘an attacking force of his
intention to bombard a place, so that
non-combatants may leave. - Olvilians
captured in possesion of arms or soldiers
not in uniform may be shot after being
court-martialled.

Vessels employed excluslvely in coast
fisheries, or small boats employed in.lo-
¢al trade, together with their appliances,
rigging, tackle, and cargo, are exempt
from capture.

All countries engaged in the present
great  war have agreed to the above
rules, and it is the duty of the neutral
nations to see that taey are observed.
