Moves Resolution,

H. Deslauriers (St. Marys, Montreal)

pened the discussion by moving a
resolution edvocating the suspension of
all immigration until Canada and the
rest of the world get down to normal
ou&n The unemployment problem
wu merely in its infancy, and it would
be aggravated by permitting the entry
of foreigners to swell the ranks of the
workless.

Edmond Proulx (Prescott) seconded
the resolution, remarking that Canada
was adding to ber troubles by admit-
ting immigration of the artlsan classes
Who went to the cities. He favored the
sdmission of farm workers.

Strong Oppositipn.

Strong opposition to restrictions on
fmmigration was volced by S. W.
Jacobs (St. George Etienne Cartier).
Canada, he sald, was faced with a grave
railway problem which could only be
golved by increasing population. How
was this to be done if the doors were
shut against desirable immigration? It
was unfair and unwise to demand that
immigrants should be possessed of $250
on their arrival here. He advocated the
*open door policy,” which had built up
'the population of the United States.

J. A. Robb (Chateauguay-Hunting-
don), supported Mr. Jacobs in advocacy
of increased Immigration, and was
doubtful of the wisdom of putting money

tions on Immigrants.
% 8hould Be Encouraged.

‘George Boyce (Carleton) also thought
jonest workers should be encouraged
come to the Dominion, but W. G.
cQuarrie (New Westminster) em-
sized the gravity of the unemploy-
ent problem and thought it would be
s to restrict immigration until times
ere better.
The debate continued until 6 o'clock,
hen Mr. Deslauriers withdrew His reso-

lution, Hon. J. A. Calder, minister of
immigration, promising that he would
give the House a statement covering
the whole matter when his estimates
came up for consideration.

Suspended Immigration.

After preliminaries were disposed of
the House this afternoon considered a
resolution placed on the order paper
by H. Deslauriers (St. Mary, Montreal),
advocating the suspension of all im-
migration ‘“until a normal condition of
affairs is established.” The resolution
held that the unemployment problem
in the larger Canadian cities had be-
come serious, and that it was equally
serious overseas. -Canada was exposed
to the risk of receiving undesirable
emigrants if the doors were left open.

Canadian labor was justified in ask-
ing for the suspension of immigration
until conditions both Nere and in ZBurope
had improved.

“Unemployment is merely in its in-
Yancy,” he contended, “and the attempt
to solve this problem by the ‘back-to-
the-land’ movement can never succeed
so long as the farmers will only give
employment to their men for a few
months of the year.”

Maried men with families could not
earn sufficient to clothe and feed their
families as farm workers.

The Real Solution.

The real solution of unemployment
lay in providing potential farmers' with
means to return to the land, not as
hired hands, but as proprietors. This
could be accomplished were the duties
removed from farm implements, and the
general cost of living reduced by with-
holding the protection which the Gov-
ernment extended to capitalists and
manufacturers. Both the departments
of labor and agriculture came In for
criticism from Mr. Deslauriers.

‘“The department of agrieulture, he
sald, like the department of labor was
unable to give any "practical assistance
to the farmer.

The cost of the department of labor
for the year would be about $1,500,000,
and were the Government to spend this
money to assist the unemployed from
the citles to undertake farming, the
country would be the gainer.

Canadian manufacturers also should
practice what they preached, and place
a low enough price on Canadian manu-
factured goods to make them attractive
to the people.

Pubficity Needed.

Immigration was said to be the only
remedy for the present financial con-
dition, but, Mr. Deslauriers contended,
the time has come to end the advertising
campaign throughout the world. Less
than 5 per cent of the immigrants would
earn $5,000 yearly, and the majority of
the remainder would become public
charges.

‘While,

however, he was opposed to

immigration, he would make exception-
in the case of those who would meet
the agricultural and domestic service
requirements,

Edmond Proulx (Prescott), was| in
favor of the resolution, but wished to
make some reservation. There was a
great deal of unemployment through-
out Canada today, and it was the dnty
of the Government to protect -its own
people against unemployment before
bringing in more workers from out-
side countries.

Canada needed peopls who were will-
ing to go on the land. She did not
rneed people who would flock to the
cities.

Urges Selection.

E. W. Nesbitt (North Oxford) sug-
gested that some arrangement should
be made to stop undesirable immigrants
at the port of embarkation, rather than
that of debarkation. It was very hard
on these people to bring them across
the ocean, only to send them back
again. Canada needed men for the
farms, and it was just as hard this
year to get farm help as it was last
year. Though there was a constant
cry of unemployment farmers were un-
able to get any help.

S. W. Jacobs (George Etienne Car-
tler) opposed the resolution, Canada
needed more immigrants, he said. How
was this country going to cope with
its railway problem if the population
did not increase speedily? The presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific Rallway
had spoken wisely in advocating -en-
couragement of immigration. If the
artisan immigrant was discouraged [for
two or three years his tendency would
be to go somewhere else and leave
Canada to herself. If the bars werse
put up now it might not be so easy
to atiract artisan setflers later on.

Opposes Regulation.

He was particularly opposed to the
rogulation which compels immigrants to
possess a certain sum of money ($250)
upon their entry to Canada. Between 90
and 95 per cent of the Iimmigrants
who came to Canada did so because they
were virtually poor in their own coun-
try, and sought to do better here. He
could not see any motive which would
urge a citizen of another country| to
leave his home, except the promise| of
a new ‘land w here a better life could
be earned, despite the handicap |of
poverty.

The 33,000,000 immigrants who had
come to United States within the past
100 years were the people who made
it a country of over 108,000,000 | of
people. This growth was only achieyed
by the “‘open door” policy.

To the argument that regulations
governing the entry of immigrants into
the United States are at present
stricter than in Canada, Mr. Jacobs re-
plied that immediately the United States
Government enacted some new restric-
tion, Canada copied it the next day.
it was a case of ‘‘they take the snuff,
we do the sneezing.”

Mr. :Jacobs thought the resolution
was illiberal. He suggested a complete
investigation into the whole question
of immigration.

George Boyce (Carleton) and J. A.
Robb (Huntingdon) also opposed the
resoltuion. . The latter called attention
to the Western Canada Colonization
Society and expressqd the wish that
the minister of immigration would give
the House more light regarding this
society.

W. G. McQuarrie (New Westminster)
thought present conditions demanded
restriction of immigration, If immigra-

tion of artisans was suspended for I.I
time unemployed in the cities “would
gradually drift back to the farmis. In-
cidentally, he remarked that the adop-
tion of the eight-hour day By farmers
was inevitable.

J. M. Douglas (Strathcona) agreed
with the open door pelicy, and R. F.
Rinfret (St. James, Montreal) favored
a middle course.

Unwilling 1s Change.

Mr. Sutherland (South Oxford) said
that unemployment in Canaaa was due
to the unemployed themselves. All that
was necessary was willingness on the
part of the unemployed to change from
their former occupations. If conditions
in the city were stagnant, they were
active In the country. Prevention of
the entry of desirable immigrants would
handicap expansion. Farm labor was
extremely scarce, and it was impossible
to have an eight-hour day on the
farms, while foodstuffs were being im-
ported, Mr. Sutherland warned the
Government against labor unions who
were seeking to cut down the hours
of labor. It was impossible to have
prosperity under such conditions. The
Independent Labor party was seeking
to eliminate competition. It was neces-
sary to remove the shackles on in-
dustries.

The debate was continued by J.
W. Kennedy (Stormont-Glengarny),
W. K. Baldwin (Stanstead), J. R.
Wilson (Saskatoon), Lucien Cannon
(Dorchester), Angus MacDonald (Tem-
iskaming) and H. C. Hocken (Toronto
West).

Hon. J. A, Calder, minister of im-
migration, said he had intended to
reply to many of the statements made
during the debate, but, it being 6
o'clock, he would do so when the esti-
mates on immigration came up within
the next few days. He suggested that
as full opport’unlt) for discussion would
then be afforded the resolution be drop-
ped. his was done, and the House
then adjourned.

PLEADS GUILTY TO
CHARGE OF FRAUD

Previous Good Character Lightens|
Punishment of Soldier.Farmer,

ST. THOMAS, March 30. — Pleading
guilty to fraudulently disposing of the
property of the soldiers’ settlement
board, John Stanton, the soldier
farmer, Malahide, was given 15 days
in. the county jail today by Judge
Ermatinger.

The farm near Jaffa, which was sold
by the board to Stanton, it is alleged,
was not up to standard, and Stanton
had a hard time of it to make ends
meet. He paid a small amount down
on the purchase of the land and for
the supply of implements, stock, etc.
Stanton disposed of the farming outfit
and left for Port Huron a few weeks
ago, where he was arrested. The board
held a mortgage for the balance of the
consideration of the purchase and
lien on the chattels. His previous good
character saved Stanton from a more
severe punishment.

FIREMEN ARE |
GIVEN INCREASE

Compromise Reached After
Hot Discussion in Wind-
sor Council.

[Special tc The Advertiser.]

WINDSOR, March 30, — Differences
between the city council and the fire-
men over wage increases were settled
at a meeting of the council tonight,
when on a dlvision of seven to five the
aldermen agreed to give the firemen
an increase of $10 a month and grant
them fifteen holidays during the yeer.
The firemen demanded an increase of
15 per cent, and threatened to walk

out on April 5 unless this demand was

met. The compromise was arranged by

Ald, George Wood, chairman of the fire

committee, and Ald. A. W. Strong. Ald.

Wood announced that the firemen

would accept the compromise offer.
Strong Opposition.

Considerable opposition to the de-
demands of the firemen was voiced. At
the outset Ald, A. J. McTavish, sec-
onded by Ald. Robert Weber, moved
that a recommendation of the fire com-
mission that the demands of the men be
rejected, and that the fire chief be
instructeg to secure new men for the
department, be adopted. Ald. F. W.
Harding and Ald. A. E. Hooper urged
that the mayor be instructed to apply
to the Government for a conciliation
board.

Liberal Treatment.

Ald. McTavish bitterly attacked the
demands, saying that the firemen had
been dealt with liberally, and it was a
question of who was going to run the
city of Windsor, the council or the
firemen. Ald, Sam Keyser also op-
posed the increas:, saying that this
was no time for an advance.

Mayor Wilson stated that if he were
called upon to again vote on a request
by the firemen for a 15 per cent in-
crease he would have . to oppose it, as
he gid at the last meeting of the coun-
cil, wheén the increase was rejected
on his casting vote, but in view of the
fact that Ald, Wood had worked so
hard for a settlement he thought the
compromise would be a good thing,

As a result of the increase the fire-
men will now receive $130 a month. In
1917 the salary of the firemen was $68
a month.

EXTENDING RELIEF
T0 DISABLED MEN

Changes Being Made in Con- |
nection With Re-establish-
ment Work.

e

OTTAWA, March 30.—An order-in-
council has just been passed extending
the relief granted to disabled men by
the department of soldiers’ civil re-
establishment until April 23, subject to
certain qualification. It is now pro-
vided that the men for whom assist-
ance shall be granted shall be married
men or single men with dependents who
have received assistance as such prior
to March 31. After March 31 the maxi-
mum amounts per month which may
be expended on behalf of any case are:
Man and wife, $60; first child under 16
(girl 17), $12; second child under 16
(girl 17), $10; maximum payable, $85.

No. further assistance will be granted
to single men without dependents after
March 31.

This extension will enable the depart-
ment of soldiers’ civil re-establishment
to deal with the most needy cases dur-
ing the next three weeks. By that time
it is hoped that the majority of the
men who are now recelving aid will be
able to secure employment. It will be
noted that no new cases for realief can
be taken on under this extemsion, only
