September option was also very weak,
opening at 65¢ it made a steady break of
nearly 2, reacting at the end of the day a
mere trifle.

Dec. was not so much dealt in and only
lost §c on the day.

Corn was soft but only lost 3e in qtns.
Sept. Dec. and May were active for a short
day; they declined from % to 4c.

Provisions were quiet and on the weak
side. Pork declined 15¢ and Lard 12¢ per
100 1bs.

WHEAT AND CORN.

Though wheat has during the week
had periods of strength, prices end
the week at practically where they be-
gan. The range has been under two
cents, the light receipts have encour-
aged the Bulls, but the splendid crop
reports have been too much for them
to. contend with. December wheat
bought around 62 should prove pro-
fitable providing operators are will-
ing to accept small profits.

Corn has been decidedly weak dur-
ing the latter part of the week and
closes at 30 5-8 bid for December op-
tion. It has many friends and at
this price offers a favorable opportun-
ity for an investment.
